him if he was aware of this "problem" and if he
could have it fixed. He responded that my
system unit was no longer under warranty, not
under AppleCare, etc., but he thought that I
had a bad ROM or chip somewhere.

However, he said that the Desktop itself
runs under the He Hi-Res emulation mode,
etc., and that I should run software designed
specifically for the IIgs. So I then promptly
wrote a 3-line AppleSoft program to fill the
screen with all the printable ASCII characters,
with the Control Panel display options set to
light grey text against a dark grey background.
Then I asked him is AppleSoft for the Ilgs? It's
in one of the ROM chips soldered down on my
motherboard. This is pure text, not using any
of the gaphics modes! Ditto for Apple Works
2.0. Finally, he mentioned that they could

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1 1  leet System 3 (for the Apple II) is a

very interesting and possibly usable
program. I t  is available from Pro-

f e s s i o n a l Software,Inc.(PSI)andis
advertised as an Integrated Word Processing,
Spellchecking and Thesaurus program. A l l
for the grand sum of $79.95 with copy protec-
tion thrown in at no extra charge. After some
frustration I was able to use the program with
some facility and it did produce usable docu-
ments. I  should mention that I normally use
AppleWriter and AppleWorks as my major
word processing programs. I  also use Ap-
* Wri t er  WPL to a great extent to simplify
normal word processing activities.

Features
The preview or "what you see is what you get",
(WYSIWYG) feature is very handy for deter-
mining page breaks and locations to insert
particular material. The  feature was a bit
clumsy, though, because the document has to
be printed to screen to really make use of it. I
liked having the 120 character screen to see
how condensed mode would look when
printed. Fleet System 3 is a multifaceted line
editior. The main work space will allow 496
lines in memory at a time in 80 column mode.

Fleet System 3 has the ability to link
multiple documents when printing thereby
allowing very large documents to be pro-
duced. I t  needs this feature to compensate for
the small main work space. Search and Finds
can also be made globally on a whole disk.

The relative ease and conservation of
space of  imbedded printer and formatting
commands was unique. AppleWorks doesn't
have this feature and can sometimes get frus-
trating with menu driven formatting and
printer control commands. AppleWrit er
should have this ability to imbed all of  the
formatting commands on one line.

The Spellchecker works well for check-
ing and has a sufficient quantity of words, but
it doesn 't recognize plurals. I did have to insert
a considerable number at the beginning since
I do a lot of technical writing. I  was disap-
pointed that the Spellchecker didn't suggest
alternate spellings for misspelled words. This
is the same characteristic that I found so frus-
trating aboutMegaWorks by MegaHaus. But,
at least the Spellchecker is integrated with the
program.

The thesaurus works adequately and has
a reasonable number of words. To be honest,
I haven't much use for a thesaurus. (Af ter
reading this article, you may suggest that I

should make extensive use of a thesaurus.)
The Xtra space is an excellent idea. This

is a set of 82 lines in 80 column mode that are
accessible from the main data line. Using it for
a glossary/macros function certainly speeded
up word processing. I also liked the Xtra space
for mail merge when I wanted to look at the
form and the insertion list. This is definitely
the best feature of the program.

Performance
The whole program is loaded into memory and
is ProDOS based. Fleet System 3 will run very
well with only one disk drive, except when you
want to use the Spellchecker or the Thesaurus.

A particularly disturbing characteristic is
that the exit routine just reboots the disk.
Apple suggests using the BYE sequence to
leave so that ProDOS doesn't have to be rein-
stalled. Apple's BYE routine isn't great, but
several others, namely Squirt and PmSel have
made life considerably easier for ProDOS
users. The program's disregard for the exit
sequence detracts from the performance of the
program. Also, PSI doesn't have any intention
of updating Fleet System 3 because they are
developing the program for other computers.

The one Help screen does not include
DOS commands. This is not a major draw-
back, but it is frustrating for the first time user
who has some familiarity with the Apple.

Removing a carriage return from an
empty line required going to <FCN> D and
then choosing word to remove it. This is very
clumsy considering what other programs do;
just use the delete key.

It would be nice if  text could be trans-
ferred back and forth between the Xtra space
and main memory area. PSI did such a neat job
of using that Xtra space, I would think that they
could implement it to copy text back and forth.

I could not get Fleet System 3 to print an
underline across the whole page even if I typed
in a whole line of underline. I t  did work if I
used some other character, but then I didn't
want the other character on the line.

The window displaying synonyms and
antonyms was neat, but I lost several lines of
text when I used it. I became frustrated with it
and did not pursue this feature any further.

Documentation
The documentation was fairly complete, al-
though at times difficult to find exactly what I
was looking for. After using the program for
a while most of the instructions seemed obvi-
ous. I kept trying to jump ahead in the tutorial
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and got lost several times. A l l  in all, good
documentation with one exception which I
will mention later.

I was particularly thankful that the files
were in ASCII format so I was able to view
them with AppleWriter to understand what
was happening.

Now for the one exception in the docu-
mentation. On page 13-4 of the manual, PSI
tells us to return our disk drives to our Commo-
dore dealer for servicing. The implication is
that the program was originally written to run
on a Commodore and was then ported over to
run on an Apple. That would certainly explain
why PSI calls the escape key the function key
etc., and does not use the open and closed
Apple keys for very many commands. Apples
are a different type of beast than a Commo-
dore. I  have had some experience on a Com-
modore and am glad that I spent the extra
money and bought an Apple. I  use my com-
puter for work activities, not games, graphics
and music, which are the Commodore's
stronger points. I personally think the program
suffers because the Apple version is too close
to the parent version and does not allow for the
Apple's unique characteristics.

There, that is the sum total of my evalu-
ation so far. I  would be willing to use the
program and found that with a little practice I
could use it almost as well as AppleWriter. I f
I had a choice, however, I would certainly use
AppleWriter or AppleWorks instead.

Mark  said there would be a
software product released by Beagle Brothers
in the fall that would have the best features of
the AutoWorks and Super MacroWorks
macro programs.

Also mentioned were a spelling checker
to be added to AppleWorks and a spreadsheet
graphing program to work within Apple-
Works! We  have some software enhance-
ments for AppleWorks to look forward to.

AppleWorks 2.0 And ASCII Text
Files

A short time after! began using Apple Works
2.0, I began using the ProTerm communica-
tions package from Checkmate Technology.
During this changeover period an old problem
came back to haunt me. When I write things
for publication in the Mini' app 'les newsletter,
the files are sent via tele-communicated to the
editor with a modem. The editor wants files
without any control characters or formatting
and with Carriage Returns only at the end of
paragraphs. Carriage Returns at the end of
lines have to be removed, at the risk of remov-
ing desired Returns.

With earlier versions of Apple Works and
the communication program I was using then
we had figured out a combination which
worked. I printed the files to disk as ASCII text
files, and transmitted them with the ProCom
software sending the files from disk, not from
memory.

After switching to AW 2.0 and ProTerm,
the problem with unwanted Carriage Returns
at the end of each line reared its ugly head
again. I  believed the difficulty was with the
ProTerm software. I  tried everything I could
think of to get rid of the unwanted Carriage
Returns, to no avail.

AppleWorks can create text files two
ways. One method is to print to disk using a
dummy printer driver. This  type of file has
"hard Carriage Returns" at the end of every
line. There are times when this is necessary to

preserve the formatting of text or when send-
ing files to some information services which
need this. The other method is to print ASCII
file to disk which produced a text file with
"soft Carriage Returns" at the end of each line
and "hard Carriage Returns" only where they
were placed with the word processor.

The second type of text file gives the
editor no problems with unwanted Carriage
Returns. A text file without Returns at the end
of each line can be merged into other WP
documents and will adapt to the formatting of
that document. A  document made from such
a text file will format automatically to the
desired margins, etc. since there are Carriage
Returns only at the end of paragraphs. Text
will flow from line to line based on the margins
and page width set.

When reading some assorted newsletters
I found a reference to an improvement in how
AppleWorks 2.0 creates text files. This stirred
vague recollections of having read about the
change to AW 2.0 which is discussed here.
The "improvement" is that the print ASCII file
to disk now creates text files with "hard Car-
riage Returns" at the end of each line. This is
hardly an improvement!

Apple Works does not have a method to
remove Carriage Returns except manually,
one at a time. Creating text files which hold the
their line length format for use in a word
processor that cannot remove them when
necessary, seems short sighted. I  wrote a
macro which will pick off unwanted Returns
semi-automatically, but it is still a chore one
would prefer to avoid.

To create a text file without undesired
Carriage Returns I now save the files to disk,
boot A W 1.3, load the WP file and print ASCII
file to disk with this version of AppleWorks.
This is an extra step, but it works and should
eliminate editorial grumbles and loss of para-
graph breaks where they are intended.

Finding The AW 2.0 Mail Merge

Ed, who just recently received his AW 2.0
update, was trying to explore the built-in mail
merge. He told me "I can't find the option to
print the data base to the clipboard for Mail
Merge".

I had looked at the AW 2.0 mail merge
briefly, but do not use it, so I did not have a
ready answer for him. Later he told me "you
have to ereate a 'tables' report format to get the
print to clipboard for Mail Merge option". The
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database he was using had only lables report
formats stored in it.

I found the AW 20 mail merge interest-
ing because it  places the names of selected
categories on screen, instead of using a nu-
meric token. But, its operation is limited to the
size of the clipboard. I f  a merged database is
larger than will fit on the clipboard, the merge
operation must be repeated.

The AutoWorks mail merge which I use
does not use a database report format or the
clipboard when printing. Data files selected
for merging are sent to the word processor and
then to the printer record by record until the
printing is complete, or the print buffer has
captured all the output.

The merge option of AutoWorks does
what I call an "info merge" which AW 2.0
seems to lack. This  merge uses an * token
instead of a # merge token. Data merged in this
operation will allow decimal points to be lined
up in columns and can be controlled. Merged
data will not push or flow onto other lines,
messing up the intended printed output.

Visualizer Ile - Checkmate
Problem

PBI Software's slick graphing program
Visualizer lie has exhibited a strange
problem with some earlier Checkmate
MultiRam He memory boards. The first
manifestation of this problem that I saw
happened several weeks ago and was an
isolated incident, until the Apple Works SIG
meeting June 25th. The computer loaned for
our meeting had the same problem and Jim
B. called me the next day with the same
symptoms.

On these systems, Visualizer loaded and
appeared to be normal, until a graph was
created on screen. The graph would be drawn
with alternate character columns of  the 80
column screen missing. Any  data or option
screen would also show alternate characters
missing too.

This is does not make a stunning software
demonstration. The persons at the SIG meet-
ing took the equipment failure with good
humor, however. We found if the cursor was
scrolled around the graph screen the missing
portions would reappear.

When the first failure incident with Visu-
alizer occurred, Checkmate w as noti fi ed.

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Introduction

n case you didn' t  know, Mark
Richards has retired as MacDOM
editor. Our new editor is Joe Carroll,
and we welcome him. We thank Mark

Richards for all of his efforts.

Prior to retiring, Mark made a stupendous
effort to revamp all of the MacDOMs. Basi-
cally what he did is summarized as follows:

Co-chairs Milce
Carlson and Dav id Stovall
brought in a ringer for us, on

this early July gathering of the MacClan. I've
fussed with PageMaker, as your erstwhile
editorDan Buchler and the rest of the motley
crew have done for a year or so, to put the
newsletter into shape for the printer. Not being
a daily user of the program, it really grinds yo
uto see how easy it can be when you get a lot of
practice.

Not that Michele didn't make an error or two,
but I'm sure she did it just to let us know she's
human, too.

Mike and Dave had lined up Michele Palmer,
sales and training representative for Aldus
Corporation in the midwest area, as the head-
liner for this meeting. Michele has a 10 year
background in the typesetting trade that pre-
cedes her several years experience with Aldus,
and that adds a great deal of depth to her pres-
entation.

Michele took us through the main additions
and improvements that are embedded in the
2.0 version of PageMaker, released back about
April of this year. All  of the power of the 1.2
predecessor is there, and of course, even more.
The "power users" had found a number of
frustrations (read "crash prone") in 1.2, most
of them discovered by Mini ' app 'les own Joan
Kistner during her Saturday sessions with the
program. Happily, the program is a much
more stable product now, and the "Grrrrr"
factor has gone down by several magnitudes.

Aldus has added some nice support aids that
are aimed at better looking finished docu-
ments. The axiom has been that the prolifera-
tion of Desktop Publishing software has in fact
made it easy for virtually anyone with a com-
puter to become a "publisher", but precious
few are good designers. Aldus is distributing
a newsletter to all registered users which pro-
vide tips and hints on how to do some of the
fancier things and how to make the things you
do look fancier. A more in-depth publication
is available to subscribers of the Aldus techni-
cal support program. Aldus also has a group of
technical configuration notes that detail differ-
ent configurations that have proven successful
(or, perhaps, unsuccessful). Purchasers of the
2.0 version will also find a design notes book-
let with a lot of common sense do's and don'ts
and tips on better design techniques.

Aldus is also publishing a new product,

called templates for newsletters. These are
pre-formatted guide sheets that can be used as
is for finished newsletters that will look like
they were laid out by professional designers...
which is correct. A  user can also modify the
templates as needed, using them more as a
loose "sketch" of what the final newsletter will
be. Aldus plans on releasing a whole series of
templates for common uses of PageMaker in
producing not only newsletters, but books,
flyers, ads and forms. (Price of the template-
on-disk products is currently $79.95.)

What's new for 2.0, you
might ask...

Michele touched on many of the 2.0 differ-
ences. One of  the most noticeable is the
"greeking" of text when that text would be dis-
played at sizes too small for legible reading.
This puts a grayed line on the screen that
represents the text line. Obv ious ly  not
WYSIWYG, but it is reported to be a much
more accurate presentation of where each line
starts and where it ends. I f  you "expand" the
view, you see the actual text.

PageMaker has retained the pasteboard id-
iom, so that items can be moved off to the side
of the page. The page display can also show
two "facing pages." This is, of course, a tight
fit on the normal Mac screen, but adds the
ability for the designer to judge the balance of
a "spread", which is the way that the pages will
be viewed by the reader.

Aldus has added a lot of keyboard options,
to the joy of those who like to work with their
fingers instead of a mouse. Remembering all
this is naturally a mind-stretcher for the de-
mented, such as

Other changes include a richer graphics
support. Graphics can be sized, stretched and
cropped quite easily. The full graphic can also
be recalled, at correct proportion, in the event
that you want to start over. PageMaker now
supports "Encapsulated PostScript" to access
the high resolution of  the LaserWriter and
other PostScript devices.

For users longing for additional text control,
2.0 contains many technical changes that
handle text more as a typesetter would in order
to gain a more pleasing appearance to the
finished page. This includes leading changes
and automatic pair-kerning. Additional con-
trol over letter and word spacing is available
through keyboard options and/or dialog
boxes.

PageMaker now includes a 110,000 word
hyphenation dictionary for automatic word
hyphenation as text is flowed into place... or
you can turn this feature off and manually
hyphenate. Text  is also managed in a more
flexible manner as it is placed. You can either
flow it into margins that you have placed as
guides, or you can drag a box and the text will
flow into the area that you define. Resizing a
text block is also a simple matter of selecting
the box, grabbing a handle, and changing the
size of the box.

I 'm sure that there are a number of other
improvements that have been programed into
this pacesetting software. Dan Buehler, Chief
Editor of this rag, sings the praises for a lot of
printer (read "LaserWriter") enhancements.
All is not yet a bed of roses, but it's getting
closer. Aldus now puts two "prep" drivers on
the disk; Apple's LaserPrep and Aldus' Laser-
Prep. (Sorry, but I didn't do a good job with the
notes here. One managed the PostScript inter-
face better, and the other did a better job with
graphics of some sort. The point was, if one
driver was not to your liking, you could switch
to the other by way of a dialog box.)

As a reward for being such a dynamite
audience, Michele held a drawing for a couple
of Aldus products. Jeanne Samuelson took
home a copy of  the Aldus Templates for
Newsletters, and Jerold McNally received a
certificate for a class in PageMaker, under the
tutorage of Nathan Everett. Pretty good re-
ward for paying such good attention!

(Your Editor wasn't at the meeting but
would like to say:
1. Version 2.0 is a lot more reliable than 1.2.

However not perfect. We've seen Page-
Maker hang, requiring a reboot on two oc-
casions. However, because Pagemaker
does an automatic save everytime you do
a page change, one doesn't lose too much.

2. I  don't like the Greeking. I t  is faster, but
you lose layout information when viewing
Fit-to-Page, since even medium headlines
don't show.

3. The ability to resize text-blocks is really
useful!

4. Word 3.0 documents come over OK, but
not all attributes thereof. For example, if
you make use of the End-of-line marker
and have a Space after paragraph set to
something other  than 0, the end-of- l ine
gets translated to 11 and the space after
figure modifies the leading.)
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No, I didn't forget...

I just changed the order around to keep you on
your toes. O f  course we had a good Q&A
session that preceded the program. Here's a
run-down of that popular part of each Mac
User meeting:

• Problem: Chooser erratic with LaserWriter
and AppleTalk. Solution: newer system?

• One user  was experiencing fai nt
ImageWriter output, only  with Microsoft
programs. Try a new system.

• Linotronics services available in the local
area? Yes, so many that! couldn't keep up
with all of the names. How about someone
compiling a list for publication?

• Need a label printing program? Try Silicon
Press (check the MacDOM's, too!).

• FileMaker Plus is giving one user prob-
lems with labels. Hummmm. See above.

• LightSpeed Pascal Compiler doesn't
work with print spoolers. That's the way it
is, folks.

• Suggestions fora hard disk backup program
include DiskFit, HFS Backup, and the util-
ity from Mirror Technologies. The first
two got rave reviews, the latter was judged
B+.

• The Mac magazines that are gathering dust
in your closet might be of interest to new
Mac Users.

Copy II Plus Changes

When checking some software and hardware
before delivery to a client recently,! noted that
Copy II+ version 7.4 was making a disk copy
4 tracks at a time instead of 18 tracks. This
resulted in 9 passes to copy a 5.25" disk instead
of 2. Before Copy II+ was modified to recog-
nize and use the second 64K of the Apple lie /
/c memory for faster copying, it did disk copy-
ing in multiple passes.

When I  called Central Point Software
about another matter, I asked about this change
in Copy II+. Tech support told me the 9 pass
disk copy in version 7.3 and 7.4 was faster than
the 2 pass copying, but users did not like it, so
it would be changed.

I tested the disk copy time of version 7.2
and 7.4. On the basis of a single test, I found
version 7.4 to be marginally faster than 7.2. I
have no mind set about which method is better,
but it was disconcerting when I noticed the
difference. I was testing a disk drive interface
which was having read / write problems at the
time.

The Copy II+ program seems to be in a
continual state of evolution. I t would help if
Central Point would enclose an addendum
sheet with the program detailing the changes
and improvements that have been made.

SpeedDemon Returns

The SpeedDemon high speed co-processor
board by McT was taken out of production
several months ago, and the inventory on hand
was sold out.

McT contacted me recently to tell me
they discovered a stash of an earlier version of
SpeedDemon boards in a warehouse. These
boards need only a few chip changes to bring
them up to the latest revision. So, the Speed-
Demorr will be available again, for awhile.

Although this high speed board is not the
fastest on the market, it is a cost! performance
effective product. Based on my experience,
there are fewer hardware and software com-
patibility problems with SpeedDemon than
with the Transwarp board.

I have been sworn to secrecy, but you can
expect some exciting new products from McT
in the fall!
