Each month at the
ClarisWorks SIG we dis
cuss several different
aspects of our favorite

integrated program, ClarisWorks.
Sometimes we talk about parts of the
program you don't use or may seem
beyond your current expertise. Don't
give up. We'll get to another topic
soon. Also, don't be afraid to ask
questions as we go along; that way
we all learn.

At the August meeting we worked
on creating a slide show and on mail
merge. Rather than write up both,
I'll concentrate on mail merge, a
topic with which I'm more familiar. I
have been using mail merge for a
variety of things almost since I began
using a computer nearly a decade
ago.

Mail merge allows you to extract
data from records in a database file
and enter it into a word processing
or spreadsheet document or into a
text frame in a spreadsheet or draw

document. I use mail merge to insert
data into word processing docu
ments.

People use mail merge when they
have a basic document that needs to
be individualized for a number of
people. We all receive examples of
this in our mailboxes daily-letters
addressed to us trying to entice us to
buy something. The letter writer had
no clue who will receive each letter
nor does the letter writer care, but
we are supposed to think that this
message is just for us. Well, my rea
sons for mail merge do not encom
pass as broad an audience. I know
who will be receiving what I send
out; I just want what I send to be
more personal. As a teacher, I have a
number of occasions when this is
helpful. I like to send out warm
fuzzy notices to my students. My
penmanship is not the greatest, so I
use a nice script font on
ClarisWorks. Rather than type each
message individually, I type a some
what generic notice that applies to

all chosen from a list of topics that
you've selected. You'll find these
activity options and topics on the
Options & Topic screen available
from the main menu.

Naturally, most people want to
jump right into the fun of a game,
and that's okay. Just don't overlook
the other activities and their purpos
es:

The Learning activity lets you
tackle any topic at ground zero and
learn it at your own pace without
the pressure of timers. It's designed
for exploration, (hint: click-drag
across the states)

The Practice activity is designed
for timed rapid-fire questioning. Just
like flash cards, its purpose is to rein
force learning.

all my students. I have a database of
students and select which students
will receive the notice each time and
merge the pertinent data from the
database. This information includes
the student's first and last name. I
also have fields with gender pro
nouns. Occasionally I want to print
up a certificate. Again I use the data
base. I also use it to create table
name cards for teachers or students
involved in a meeting or class.
Although these examples relate to
my job as a teacher, there a many
other uses for mail merge. Some peo
ple think it sounds like a difficult
task. It isn't. All you need is a data
base plus (1) a word processing or
spreadsheet document or (2) a text
frame in a spreadsheet or a draw doc
ument, and a desire to merge the
two.

Let's say you have a notice to
send out to a number of people
whose names you already have in a
database along with other pertinent
data. Launch ClarisWorks and select
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word processing. Create a word pro
cessing document or open an exist
ing one in which you want to merge
data (the merge document). Use the
Mail Merge command (or press com-
mand-shift-M) to select and open
the database file that contains the
information you wish to merge. The
Mail Merge palette appears.

Put your cursor at the point
where you want to insert the data
and click. From the Mail Merge
palette select the name of the field
you wish to insert and double click,

or select it and click on Insert Field.
A merge marker appears at the inser
tion point. This marker is text;
remember to leave a space before
and after the marker as you would
before and after a word. A comma or
period should be treated as you
would treat it before or after a word.
By selecting the merge marker you
can change the font, size, or style
just as with any other text.

If you do not intend to send the
merged document to everyone in
your database, return to the database

and select the records you want to
use. Return again to your merge doc
ument. Unless you have ClarisWorks
4, you will not be able to view the
merged fields on the screen. With
ClarisWorks 4 you can view the
merged data by selecting Show Field
Data.

To print, select Print Merge from
the Mail Merge dialog box. The stan
dard Print dialog box appears. Each
selected record in the database is
printed as a merged document.

Don't Let Your Notebook Walk

A laptop computer
mZ has become probably
r the most likely airplane
— passenger carry-on next

to a person's purse or brief case. So it
should not surprise you that they are
one of the favorite targets of airport
thieves. So much so they have liter
ally choreographed the process to
steal them.

It generally involves two people
who look for a victim passenger car
rying a notebook computer who is
approaching a metal detector. They
will position themselves in front of
the unsuspecting passenger and stall
until the victim puts the notebook
computer on the conveyor belt.
Then the first person moves through
the metal detector easily. The second
person purposely sets off the detec
tor and begins a slow process of
emptying pockets, removing jewelry,
etc. While all this is happening, the
first person takes the notebook com
puter as soon as it appears on the
conveyor belt and moves away
quickly to disappear into the crowd.
Sometimes a third person already

beyond the security area takes a
hand-off of the computer and is
gone in yet another direction. By the
time the passenger gets through the
detector, their laptop computer is
long gone.

Introduction

Do you have mysterious generic
icons on your Macintosh? It's a com
monly reported problem.
Unfortunately, it has also been the
subject of a lot of misinformation
and folklore. If you post a message
about generic icons in a newsgroup
or a mailing list, everyone will tell
you their favorite cure. The problem
is that most of them don't work, or
at least don't fix the whole problem.

In this presentation, (yes, it's
more than a single page, but I decid
ed to keep the title) we'll look first at
a couple of software tools which will
help you diagnose and fix your icon
problems. Next, we'll look at how
icons work on the Mac. This gets
slightly technical, but it really isn't
that difficult. Once you understand
this basic background, you have the
key to solving your generic icon
problems. Next, we'll look at specific
cases and how to fix them. And
finally, I'll list a number of docu
ments from Apple's Tech Info
Library, where you can get even
more information. Topics to be cov
ered include:

Generic Icons - Software Tools

Before we begin, you'll need a
few special software tools. First,
you'll need a resource editor. Apple's
ResEdit 2.1.3 is free, and will do the
job just fine. If you want a more
powerful, but commercial, resource
editor, you can use Resorcerer, from
Mathemaesthetics, Inc. The
instructions given here
assume you are using

You'll also need a tool
to delete the old desktop files.
ResEdit can handle this as well, in a
roundabout way, but so can
MicroMat Software's
TechTool, which is a ]^
useful free utility to
have in any case.

Generic Icons - How Icons Work
Note: The description that follows is nec
essarily brief and incomplete. Other arti
cles have described it better and in far
more detail, but I'm not aware of any
that are available on-line. It is my intent,
however, that this article will provide you
with sufficient information to get a basic
understanding of the subject, so that

Any Mac file can contain an icon.
Usually, however, icons are con
tained in applications, control pan
els, and extensions. Data files gener
ally do not contain icons. They sim
ply reference the icons contained in
other files. Let's look at an example
of how this works.

For this example, I'm going to
use the application "SimpleText",
since nearly everyone has it. If you
don't, look on the installer disk for
your system software. It's probably
there. If you're at all squeamish or
uncertain about using ResEdit, then
make a copy of SimpleText and work
with the copy. We won't actually be
changing anything in

By the way, I'm not going to
teach you all about ResEdit, just the
features you need to analyze and fix
generic icons. If you want to learn
more, there are several books avail
able that will give you all the details
on ResEdit. Check your favorite com
puter book store.

OK, fire up ResEdit, and open
your copy of SimpleText. Depending
on what version of SimpleText you
use, you may see something slightly
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different than the screen shots on
this page. You should see something
similar to Figure 1.

These icons represent resources in
the SimpleText application.
Resources can include icons, menus,
dialog boxes, text, sound, pictures,
and just about anything else you see
when you run an application. With
ResEdit, you can look at the
resources, and even change them.
But don't change anything unless
you know what you're doing, or
you're willing to accept the risk that
you may ruin the file if you've
changed the wrong thing.

The first thing you need to know
is that all Mac files have two case-
sensitive four-character codes associ
ated with them - a creator code and a
type code. The Mac uses these codes
to determine which application cre
ated a document file, and also to
determine what kind of document
file it is. Let's see how this applies to
SimpleText.

From ResEdit's File menu, choose
"Get Info For SimpleText". You'll see
a window that looks something like

Figure 2.
You can see that the type for

SimpleText is "APPL". All applica
tions have a type
of "APPL". The
creator for
SimpleText is
"ttxt". Any docu
ment that is cre
ated by
SimpleText will
also have a cre
ator of "ttxt". This
is how the Mac
knows to launch
SimpleText when
you double click
on a SimpleText
document rather
than the applica
tion itself. It
looks for a file
with a creator of
"ttxt" and a type
of "APPL". The
Finder stores this
creator and type
information, as
well as copies of
the icons them
selves, in the

desktop files.
In System 7.x and later, there are

actually two desktop files, called
"Desktop DB" and "Desktop DF",
which work together. In version 6.x
and earlier, as well as on diskettes

under 2 megabytes in size (which
includes all current diskette sizes),
there is a single desktop file called
"Desktop". If you've never noticed
the desktop files before, that's
because they are invisible. We'll see
why in a moment.

Now choose "Get File/Folder
Info..." from the File menu, and
select a SimpleText document. You'll
see a similar window, except this
time the file type will likely be
"TEXT" if it is a plain text file, or
"ttro" if it is a SimpleText "read only"
file. (A SimpleText read-only file has
an icon that looks like a newspaper
page.) Other file types are also possi
ble, and we'll see why shortly. By the
way, the "tt" in "ttxt" and "ttro"
comes from the name of
SimpleText's predecessor, which was
called TeachText.

If you have any info windows
open for other documents, close
them, but leave the SimpleText info
window open for a moment. Notice
that there are two checkboxes at the
bottom which are checked: Has
BNDL and Inited. The Has BNDL
checkbox is more commonly known
as the "bundle bit". If it is checked, it
means the file contains icon infor
mation. For applications, the bundle
bit is usually checked. If the Inited
bit is checked, this means the Finder
has stored the icon information in
the desktop files. If you make

changes to a file's icon, you usually
need to turn off the Inited bit. The
next time you open the folder con
taining this file, the Finder will
notice the Inited bit is off. It will
gather the current icon information
from the file and then turn the
Inited bit back on. It's actually more
complicated than that, but the
explanation will suffice for our pur
poses.

Notice the checkbox labeled
"Invisible". If it is checked, the file
will (surprise!) become invisible. You
won't be able to see it in the Finder,
and many applications will also not
see invisible files. ResEdit, however,
can see invisible files. The desktop
files are located at the top, or root,
level of your disk, but they're invisi
ble, so you normally never see them.

Finally, notice the checkbox
labeled "Use Custom Icon". You can
create a custom in the Finder by
clicking on the icon in the Get Info
window and pasting a picture there.
If a file has a custom icon, the "Use
Custom Icon" box must be checked.
We'll discuss this in more detail
below. Go ahead and close the Info
window. Answer "No" if you are
asked if you want to save changes.

In order for a file to have an icon,
it must have a minimum of four
resources. It needs a BNDL resource
(different from the BNDL bit, but
related), an FREF resource, an icon
resource, and a signature resource.
Usually there is more than one icon
resource, and frequently there are
several FREF resources. Let's look at

SimpleText's icon resources. In the
resource window, double-click the
icon labeled "icl8".

In Figure 3, these are the possible
icons for SimpleText files. (For this
example, I'm using SimpleText ver
sion 1.3.1. If you have a different
version, you may see more or fewer
icons.) Reading from left to right and
top to bottom, we have the applica
tion icon itself, the text file icon, the
read-only file icon, and then icons
for picture files, stationery docu
ments, QuickTime files, QuickDraw
GX files, and QuickDraw 3D files.
Note that each icon has a unique
number, called the resource ID. Each
resource must have a resource ID,
and the resource ID must be unique
for a given resource type. For exam
ple, there can be only one icl8
resource with the ID of 128 in a file.
A different resource type, however,
can have the same resource ID. For
many resources, such as icons and
BNDLs, they are numbered starting
at (usually) 128.

Now double-click on the applica
tion icon #128.

In this window (see Figure 4), you
can see and edit the icons. For each
file type, there can actually be six
different icons and two icon masks.
The icon types are:
• icl8 - 8-bit (256 color) large icons
• icl4 - 4-bit (16 color) large icons
• ICN# - black and white large icons
• ics8 - 8-bit (256 color) small icons

• ics4 - 4-bit (16 color) small icons
• ics# - black and white small icons

Most files which contain icons
will contain all six types, but it's not
absolutely necessary to contain all.
For a particular icon, all the different
members of the family will have the
same number. For example,
SimpleText's application icon is
#128, whether in the icl8, ic!4, ICN#,
ics8, ics4, or ics# formats.

The 4-bit and black-and-white
icons are used in preference to the 8-
bit icons if your monitor is in 16-
color or black-and-white mode.
Whether you actually see small or
large icons in the Finder is deter
mined by the selection in the View
menu, as well as by your settings in
the Views control panel.

The large and small masks deter
mine which parts of the icon can be
clicked on in the Finder. If the icon
mask contains a "hole" in the middle
of it, you will not be able to select
the icon in the Finder when you
click over the hole. Only the parts of
the icon which are over the black
parts of the mask can be clicked on.

Now close the icon editing win
dow, then close the icl8 window.
Double-click on the BNDL icon in
the SimpleText's resource window.
In the list window that appears, dou
ble-click BNDL #128. You may get a
message which says "That resource is
compressed. If you make changes, it
will be saved uncompressed. Do you
want to edit it anyway?" Some soft
ware development systems can com

press
resources so
that they
take up less
disk space.
ResEdit
knows how
to read com
pressed
resources,
but it does
n't know
how to re-
compress
them, so it
warns you
first. The
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only consequence of not re-com
pressing a resource is that the file
will be slightly bigger than it was
before. We're not planning on mak
ing any changes anyhow, so go
ahead and click the "Yes" button.
Now go to the BNDL menu and
select "Extended View".

In Figure 5, the BNDL resource
bundles together the icon resource,
the FREF (file reference) resources,
and the signature resource. Since we
can edit the FREF and signature
resources here, we won't look at
them separately.

The signature resource should
always be the same as the creator
code. The ID, as noted in the win
dow, should always be zero. An
optional copyright string can be
placed in the next field, and will
show up in the Get Info window.
(The copyright string is rarely used
any more, because there is another
resource called the 'vers' or version
resource which is normally used to
display copyright information.) The
information entered into the top sec
tion of the BNDL window will be
used to create a signature resource
with the same name as the creator,
and a resource ID of zero. In the
main window that shows all the
resource types in SimpleText, you'll
note that there is one called "ttxt".
This is the signature resource.

The FREF or file reference
resources are what connect the dif
ferent possible file types to the differ
ent icons. Reading across the first
row of the bottom section of the

BNDL window, you'll see that the
FREF resource for the application is
associated with the icon of a pencil
writing on a sheet of paper. The
"local ID" columns are used for inter
nal housekeeping by ResEdit and
should match, but ResEdit will nor
mally handle this for you. The

resource ID
for the FREF
and the
ICON
resources,
128 in this
particular
case, don't
have to
match, but
in practice
they usually
do.

The
remaining
rows in the

BNDL resource associate the other
file types with the proper icons. As
you can see, all the icons are stored
in the application file itself. The doc
ument files generally do not contain
icons. If a document icon appears to
be generic, the fault is most likely
with the application that created the
document, not with the document
itself. One exception is if the docu
ment has the wrong creator or type
code assigned. That error must be
repaired in the document itself.

So, if an application is to have a
non-generic icon, we must have the
following items:
• a unique creator code
• a type code of APPL
• the bundle bit must be set
• icon resources
• FREF resources defining the various

file types the application recog
nizes

• a BNDL resource to relate the FREF
resources to the proper icons

• a signature resource
If any of these items are incorrect

or missing, you could end up with
incorrect or generic icons. In order
for the application's document icons
to be non-generic, the documents

must be assigned the correct creator
and type codes.

Note that other file types besides
applications can also contain icons.
For example, control panels general
ly have icons, and may even have
document files associated with them,
such as preference files. In the case
of a control panel, the file type is
"cdev" rather than "APPL", but the
rest of the information above still
applies. Extensions and other files
with icons behave similarly.

We have one final topic to dis
cuss here, and that is custom icons.
Files which have custom icons don't
need creator or type codes, nor do
they need FREF or BNDL resources.
All they need are icon resources. A
custom icon must have a resource ID
of -16455. Since there is no BNDL
resource, the bundle bit should be
turned off. The custom icon bit must
be turned on.

Folders and disks can also have
custom icons. If a folder or disk has a
custom icon, it will have an invisible
file inside the folder called "Icon".
(Actually, there is an embedded
return character at the end of the file
name, but you can't normally see
this.) The invisible Icon file will con
tain the custom icons with a
resource of -16455. The custom icon
bit for the invisible icon file must
not be set. The custom icon bit for
the folder containing the invisible
Icon file must be set.

It is interesting to note that if you
create a custom icon for a folder, and
later remove the icon (by cutting or
clearing the icon in the Get Info
window), the Finder does not delete
the invisible Icon file, it simply turns
off the custom icon bit for the folder.
If you've ever gone hog-wild and
assigned custom icons to all your
folders, and then removed them
after you discovered it caused your
desktop to take much longer to dis
play, you probably still have all
those invisible Icon files taking up
space on your disk. There are utility
programs, such as File Buddy (avail
able at your favorite info-mac
archive site), which can remove
these useless invisible Icon files.
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Now that you understand (I
hope) how icons work, let's look at
some specific cases of what can go
wrong and how to fix it.
Specific Cases

Now that you have a basic
knowledge of how icons work, let's
look at the things that can go wrong.
Here are a few of the more common
problems, and how to fix them.
Before you start trying to fix your
generic icon problems, there are two
things to remember. First, after
applying any of the fixes here, you
will probably still need to rebuild the
desktop. Second, if you're making
repairs to a copy of a file, make sure
to move the original file to an off
line volume, such as a diskette. If
you rebuild the desktop while both
the damaged file and the repaired
file are both on the disk, your Mac
will likely get confused, and you
may still end up with generic icons.
• Damaged or out of date desktop

files. The fix here is to rebuild the
desktop. To completely rebuild the
desktop, it is necessary to delete
the Desktop DB and Desktop DF
files, and to do this, you'll need
some utility like ResEdit, Norton
Disk Editor, TechTool, etc. You
may not always have to resort to a
complete desktop rebuild, but it
doesn't hurt (other than losing
your Get Info comments, and
rumor says the next system update
will finally fix this). Note that this
is the only cause of generic icons
which can be truly fixed by simply
rebuilding the desktop. If your
problem is one of the others in this
list, you'll have to fix the problem
first, then rebuild the desktop.

• Damaged, incorrect, or missing
resources. Sometimes programmers
simply err (or get lazy), and the
icon, BNDL, FREF, or signature
resources that the Finder needs just
aren't there, or aren't correct. If
this is the case, you can fix the
problem with ResEdit. You may
have to create missing resources
from scratch. The creator and type
information may be incorrect also.
Some development systems set the

creator to"????" by default.
• The bundle bit is not set. This is a

frequent error, often caused by a
forgetful or careless programmer.
(A note to easily offended program
mers: I program, and sometimes I
forget, too!) Assuming all the
resources, creator, and type are cor
rect, you can simply turn on the
bundle bit. It usually helps to turn
off the Inited bit as well. If you
resort to a full desktop rebuild,
however, the setting of the Inited
bit won't matter. NOTE: Some
Apple installer programs (I haven't
figured out exactly which ones
yet), under some circumstances
(which I also haven't identified
yet) apparently have a bug which
will turn off the bundle bit for the
System file. If this happens, you'll
get generic icons for several files,
such as the System, Finder,
Clipboard, and System 7.5 Update.
Check the bundle bit for the
System file and make sure it is
turned on.

• Multiple files with the same creator
and type. This isn't necessarily bad,
but it can confuse the Finder under
the right circumstances. I've occa
sionally seen this happen when
people have "sound suitcase" files
on their disk, and it can cause the
System, Finder, Clipboard, and
System 7.5 Update files to become
generic. As far as your Mac is con
cerned, there's really no such thing
as a sound suitcase file. It usually
turns out to be a file with the same
creator and file type as the System
file, and this can cause problems.
To find out if you have this situa
tion, use the Finder's Find File to
search for all files with a file type of
"zsys" (must be lowercase) and a
creator of "MACS" (must be upper
case). If Find File finds anything
other than the System file, move
the offending file to an off-line
diskette if it's something you need
to keep, then delete it from your
hard disk. Also, if you think you've
fixed an offending application, and
the icons are still generic, make
sure you don't have another
unfixed copy of the file somewhere
else on your disk.

• Multiple volumes or partitions.
This problem is now occurring
more frequently, thanks in part to
the larger disk drive capacities
available with the newer Macs, and
the availability of software to create
multiple partitions on a single disk.
It can also occur with removable
disks, such as Zip disks and Syquest
disks, or with applications that
reside on a server volume. The
problem occurs when the Finder
sees a data file, which does not
contain the icon resources, before
it sees the application, which does
contain the icon resources.
Typically, this happens when you
have a data file visible on the desk
top or in an open window of your
startup disk or partition, while the
application is on another disk or
partition. The application's disk or
partition hasn't been mounted yet
when the Finder sees the data file,
so the icon information is unavail
able, and the file gets the generic
document icon. What's worse, all
other documents of the same type
created by the same application
will also appear generic. One symp
tom of this problem is that if you
change to small icon view, the
proper icons appear. The
workaround to avoid the problem
is to avoid placing document files
on the desktop, unless the applica
tion that created them is located
on the startup volume or partition.
Also, if you have open windows in
the Finder which contain docu
ments whose applications are on
another partition or volume, close
the windows before restarting or
shutting down. As long as the
Finder does not attempt to display
the document icons before the par
tition or volume containing the
application is available, there is no
problem. A document in the Apple
Tech Info Library has more details.

• Compression utilities. Some auto
matic file compression utilities,
such as AutoDoubler, change the
creator and type codes for com
pressed files. Then they patch the
operating system to make things
work correctly with the altered
codes. If AutoDoubler is disabled,
the operating system sees the
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altered codes, and you get generic
or incorrect icons. If you have
AutoDoubler installed, it must be
enabled and active when you
rebuild your desktop. If you've dis
abled it via Conflict Catcher,
Extension Manager, Now Startup,
or holding the shift key down
while starting up, you'll end up
with lots of generic or incorrect
icons when you rebuild your desk
top. Other automatic file compres
sion programs, such as Stufflt
SpaceSaver, may also have this
problem, but I'm not familiar with
them.

• Custom icons. I've seen this done
as a joke. Someone may have past
ed a generic icon on top of a real,
working, icon. The fix here is to
Get Info on the file, click on the
icon, and select Clear from the Edit
menu.

Apple Tech Notes
If you've tried everything you can

think of and you still have generic
icons, or if you want more informa
tion, Apple's Tech Info Library has a
number of documents on the sub
ject.
