I spent an evening checking out
the actual percentage of Mac users,
and I found numbers that ranged
from 1.7 percent to 12 percent. That's
a huge range, and the imprecision of
the numbers tells a story.

Comparing a free-market product to a
monopoly product that's forced on
consumers is a difficult task. Many
buyers have no idea that they have a
choice of operating systems and plat
forms. They walk into a computer
store at the mall and buy what's there,
and that means in most cases a
Windows PC.

Microsoft's monopoly needs no elabo
ration. The company tries hard to
make consumers think about "experi
ence" and not about operating sys
tems. Microsoft has been trying to
keep consumers from realizing they
have a choice.

So the numbers for Mac users are
guaranteed to be lower than they
would be in a competitive market
place because the Microsoft monop
oly is pervasive.
Now that we've got that out of the
way, let's look at numbers. Apple's
global share in the market for new
computers hit a low of 1.7 percent in
2003. The 2004 numbers are likely to
be a little better, but not much.

Yet my own rough calculations indi
cate that 8 percent of the personal
computers used today in homes -
leaving out all the computers used in
offices and businesses - are Apple
Macintoshes. Others have said my
number is conservative; I've seen the
total for Macs in home use as high as
12 percent.

How can we have 1.7 percent in one
case and 8 percent to 12 percent in
another? It's simple: People who rep
resent the Windows side of the com
puter industry look out one door and
Mac fans look out another.

For example, the 2003 figure of 1.7
percent counts only the number of
new computers sold month by
month. It does not count the number
of computers that are in use. You
dont have to be a genius to realize
the fallacy of this sort of statistic.
Macs last longer than Windows PCs
and dont need replacing as often. So
Mac users arent ever going to buy
new computers at the same rate as
Windows users.

As expected, Apple today introduced
new Book G4 and PowerBook G4
models.

The IS" and 17" PowerBooks got a
speed boost to 1.33 or 1.5 GHz and an
ATI Mobility Radeon 9700 graphics
processor accomodating up to 128 MB
of video memory. The 12" model has
Nvidia GeForce FX Go5200 graphics
and 64 MB of video memory.

PowerBook pricing starts at $1599
for the 12" model, and the IS" model
with a 4x SuperDrive is now $2499.

Apple's new iBooks run at 1.0 or 1.2

Available now, the new iBook
G4 starts at $1099 for a 1-GHz 12"
model with Combo drive and rises to
$1699 for a 1.2-GHz 14" model with a
SuperDrive and only 256 MB of mem
ory.

Firmware 1.1 makes D-Link adapters

incompatible with non-Mac systems
but promises "improvements in the
update installation process, better per
formance when waking the computer
from sleep, and support for additional
key commands during startup."

If you and I both sell our own widgets
but yours last five times as long as
mine, I'd have to sell five times as
many as you do just to keep the same
market share.

The figure of 8 percent is more hon
est. It represents the number of
Macintosh computers currently in
use. Even Apple's own numbers for OS
X computers is underestimated, from
what I can telL Apple said earlier this
year that there were 25 million OS X
users, but the total probably is closer
to 35 million by now, after you cor
rect for Apple's low estimate and add
in the number of new users in the last
few months.

As for the 12 percent number, I feel
it's probably a huge overestimate. But
it's probably accurate if you consider
the percentage of Mac users among
people who think about what they do
and care about how things work.

Final Cut Pro 4 owners with a valid
serial number can download the new
version immediately, according to
Apple, while Final Cut 1,2 and 3
owners can upgrade for $399.
