iClip is an OS X application that com-
bines the capabilities of multiple OS X
Finder clipboards, the Scrapbook of
the older operating systems, and
much more. You can store text, pic-
tures, sounds, Internet locations, and
file aliases in each of the “clipping
bins” that iClip makes available. The
clipping bins can be organized into
sets so information you frequently
access can be found quickly. All of
this information is automatically
stored on your hard drive so it is
available every time you fire up your
Mac until you decide you no longer
need the data and clear the bin(s).

iClip should be launched at start-up
so its clipping bins are on your desk-
top and its menu is available from the
menu bar whenever you need it (iClip
can be launched from the Dock if you
prefer to operate that way). The iClip
window which shows the clipping

bins remains in front of application
windows so it is always available (see
the accompanying screenshot). The
iClip window can be collapsed,
expanded, or hidden with a single
click and shown with a command
from the iClip menu. Clipping bins
can be easily added to or removed
from the iClip window as changes are
needed.

iClip permits you to use “Copy” and
Paste” buttons located next to its bins
or “drag and drop” to move data
between your application, the OS X
Clipboard, and iClip’s clipping bins.
The data may pass through or bypass
the OS X clipboard as you wish. The
multiple clipping bins provided by
iClip make it easy to transfer multiple
clippings from one apphcatxon to
another.

The data stored in a particular bin is
represented by a snippet of the data to
help identify it. Moving the cursor to

Help
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one of the bins and pausing there
causes iClip to display the contents of
the bin.

If you store file aliases in iClip’s clip-
ping bins, you can use iClip as a pro-
gram launcher. Double-clicking on
the file alias opens the aliased applica-
tion or opens the aliased document in
an appropriate application.

iClip is a very powerful addition to
any Mac OS X desktop. iClip works
very well and I have run up against
no bugs in the program. Thus far I
have not made extensive use of iClip,
however, because the times I need its
power seem to be few and far
between.

iClip is available from the usual Mac
software sites like Versiontracker and
MacUpdate or from
http://inventive.us. It requires Mac OS
X version 10.2 or later. Cost of iClip is

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Keyboard shortcuts

Some Macintosh keyboard shortcuts
used by older operating systems.

Keyboard shortcuts can be a signifi-
cant time-saver for those commands
which are executed very often by a
user. These keystrokes offer the
advantage of being more direct in
achieving a desired function.
Integrating these shortcuts into one's
computing habits will result in a more
efficient and productive Macintosh
session.

All these commands use the 'com-
mand' key, located next the space bar,
on either side.This 'command' key
also has the apple symbol on it as
well. To issue one of these keyboard
shortcuts, continually hold down the
‘command' key and then hit the
appropriate alphanumeric key (do not
release the 'command’ key until the
alphanumeric key has been pressed).
Here is a list of commonly-used func-
tions supported by keyboard short-
cuts.

APPLE key = command = &
CONTROL key = Ctrl

ENTER key = Enter

OPTION key = Option .
POWER ON key = PWR (note: this
key is on the top right corner of the
keyboard on some machines)

Force Quit

(command - Option - ESC)

Use this feature with extreme caution.
You should definitely not rely on this
as a usual way to quit an application.
It is useful in the event that you have
unsaved work in other applications
when your current application freezes
up. By using this feature, you can
return to the Finder and save the
work in your other applications. You
should restart your computer after
using this feature.

To boot up PowerMac off CD-ROM
(Hold down the letter "C" and Restart
the Mac)

To boot up off external drive
(command - Shift - Option - Delete -
and Restart the Mac)

Soft Boot Restart
(command - Control - Restart)
This feature should also be used with

caution. Use only in the event of a
freeze up and after you have tried
Force Quit. It will restart your com-
puter without having to turn it off
and on again.The Restart button is
one of two buttons found on some
Mac models. It has a left-pointing tri-
angle symbol on it. The buttons can
be found on the side, back or front of
the Mac. If your Mac has one, press-
ing it when your Mac has frozen, is
the preferred method for restarting.
The other button is called the
Interrupt button and is used by pro-

graminers.

Reboot without Restart button
(command - Control - Power)

Zap the PRAM

(command - Option-P - R - and
restart the Mac)

PRAM stands for Parameter RAM.
Your Mac's Chooser and control panel
settings are stored there, even when
the computer is turned off. Sometimes
these settings need to be reset.

Rebuild the Desktop
(command - Option -..... at RESTART)

Take Snapshot of screen

(command - Shift - #3)

This feature allows you to capture
your screen as a PICT file. Files are
saved on your hard drive as Picture X
(where X is a number from 0t0 9.)

Take Snapshot of a selected area of
screen

(command - Shift - #4)

This feature allows you to capture
your screen as a PICT file. Files are
saved on your hard drive as Picture X
(where X is a number from 0to 9.)

Turn Off Extensions

(Shift -..... at RESTART)

This disables, for this startup only,
any items that load at startup, such as
system extensions, control panels, or
chooser extensions. It also disables
virtual memory,and background
printing with Print Monitor, and
turns the Disk Cache down to 16k
(the minimum.) It also prevents
launching any items in the Startup
Items Folder.

To empty Trash with locked files
(Option and Empty Trash from
Special menu)

Bypass Set Start-up Device
(command - Option - Shift - Delete -
..... at RESTART)

Copy Selection

(command - C)

After a selection of text is highlighted,
its contents can then be copied for
temporary storage by typing com-
mand-C and be used elsewhere later
on. Copying also works for names of
icons in the system. See Paste
Selection on how to place the copied
information.

Cut Selection

(command - X)

To remove a highlighted selection of
text and temporarily save it, one can
use command-X to cut it out immedi-
ately. See Paste Selection on how to
place this cut information elsewhere.

Paste Selection

{(command - V)

Whether a highlighted selection of
text has been copied or cut, it can be
placed by positioning the cursor at
the desired start point. Using com-
mand-V will paste the cut or copied
information at that desired location.

Undo

(command - Z)

For a faster undo, try command-Z.
This key combination will restore the
previous state before the most recent
change. Most major applications
which have an Undo feature use this
key stroke combination as well.

New

{command - N)

In the operating system, command-N
will create a new folder in the current
window. In applications which use
documents, command-N creates
something new but this depends on
the type of application; some exam-
ples are New Window, New
Spreadsheet, and New Document.

Open

(command - 0)

Using command-O from the system
will open the icon which has been
selected. If the icon is a document file
or an application, it will start-up the
appropriate application, just like dou-
ble-clicking on it with the mouse. If
the icon is a folder,it will reveal its
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contents in a window. In an applica-
tion, command-O usually opens an
existing file for that particular appli-
cation.

Close Window

(command - W)

To close a particular window without
having to click on that little box in
the upper left hand corner, use com-
mand-W which performs the same
function of closing it. Make sure that
the window to be closed is selected
before doing so.

Close All Windows
(command - Option - W)

Save File
{command - §)

Save File As -....
(Shift - command - S)

Make Alias
{(command - M)

Get Info

(command - ])

For info on a particular icon, click on
the icon and type command-I. For an
icon representing an application,
using command-] immediately dis-
plays the memory requirements and
other information for that applica-
tion.

Eject Disk - Permanently

(command - Y)

Dragging a floppy disk or CD-ROM
icon to the trash to eject a disk can be
time consuming and misleading. An
alternate way is to click on the disk
icon and then hit command-Y, which
will eject the disk and send its icon
automatically into the trash.

Eject Disk - Temporarily

(command - E)

Another way to temporarily eject a
floppy disk or CD-ROM is to use
command-E. Note that the icon does
not go away from the desktop and
expects to get the disk back sometime
later in the session.

Duplicate

(command - D)

To copy anything in the system with
an icon, click on the icon and press
command-D which will automatically
create a duplicate of it.

Select All

(command - A)

Typing command-A is a much quicker
way of selecting everything. Inthe
system, it selects all icons in the cur-
rently selected window (or desktop).
In applications, it may select the
entire contents of its current window.

Print

(command - P)

The power of printing is also available
to one's fingertips by pressing com-
mand-P.Most applications have this
keyboard shortcut, which can also be
used in the system.The dialog box of
printing options appears as usual
before the actual printing occurs.

Cancel

(command - period)

In the Mac operating system, com-
mand-period (where 'period' is the -
period key) can be used as an alterna-
tive to clicking the 'cancel’ button in
cases where a dialog box is displayed.

Find

(command - F)

The command-F shortcut works with
the system and almost any applica-
tion which has a finding feature.

Find Next

(command - G)

To find the next occurrence of some-
thing much more quickly, try com-
mand-G. This shortcut bypasses any
repeated button clicking that is
required to perform this function
when using the mouse.

Quit

{(command - Q)

Although there is no quit for the
operating system itself, almost all Mac
applications can be quit by using
command-Q.

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Apple upgrades iBooks

Apple Computer Inc. on Tuesday
updated the company’s iBook con-
sumer notebook, adding built-in
AirPort Extreme across the line. The
new machines feature a 1.33GHz
processor at the high-end, and a low-
end model that sells for under
US$1,000.

"These are the most affordable and
fastest iBooks we've ever offered. We
really think the iBook is the obvious
choice for the digital life on-the-go,"
David Moody vice president of
Worldwide Mac Product Marketing,
told MacCentral.

The new iBooks also feature an avail-
able SuperDrive DVD burner and -
iLife, Apple's consumer suite of appli-
cations for managing digital music
and photos, making movies and
music and creating DVDs.

Apple cuts prices and improves products

Apple has revamped its hardware line
in time for Christmas, with boosts for
iBook specs, a new low-spec Power
Mac GS and lower prices on X-Serve
RAID arrays

Apple introduced a range of new
machines on Tuesday, as it gears up
for the annual Christmas shopping
season.

As part of the launch, it cut the price
of its entry-level iBook G4 notebook
computer and boosted chip speed
across the line,

The new low-end iBook features a 1.2
GHz G4 chip, a combination drive
that can play DVDs and burn CDs,

The mid-range 14-inch model has

The 12-inch model is available for
$999, while the mid-range 14-inch
will cost $1299 and the high-end
model will be $1499.

If you are planning to purchase an
Apple portable for Christmas but
want to wait to make sure a new
model isn't released at the last

Previously, the SuperDrive had been
available only as a configure-to-order
option. "We think this is making the
product quite a bit better, able to han-
dle the consumer's complete digital
life,” said Dave Russell, Apple's senior
director of portables and wireless mar-
keting. :

With the new iBooks, Apple's note-
book line-up is complete for the holi-
days, said David Moody, vice presi-
dent of worldwide Mac product mar-
keting. Although the company typi-

"This new line-up of iBooks, along
with the current PowerBooks we have
will make-up the complete portable
line-up we will be offering for the hol-
idays,"” said Moody.

Compared to older models

The iBook's predecessors topped out
at 1.2GHz and was available in three
models: 12-inch 1GHz ($1099), 14-
inch 1GHz ($1299) and a 14-inch
1.2GHz ($1499). The entire iBook line
shared many of the same features
including a 512K L2 cache; 1024 x
768 resolution; 256MB DDR266 RAM;
Combo Drive; the ATI Mobility
Radeon 9200; and 32MB DDR video
memory.

The main differences in these models
were with hard disk capacity and
AirPort Extreme capabilities out of the
box. The low-end, 12-inch iBook
came with a 30GB hard drive and
AirPort Extreme ready, while the mid-
range 14-inch iBook had a 40GB hard
drive and came AirPort Extreme
ready. The high-end 14-inch iBook
had a 60GB drive and came with
AirPort Extreme built-in.

cally doesn't comment on its future
product plans, the pronouncement is
Apple's way of dampening specula-
tion that faster PowerBooks are on the
way.

Apple has also added faster 802.11g
wireless networking as standard to all
its iBook models, and Bluetooth is
now an option on the whole range as
well.

One potential challenge for Apple is
that the faster processors and 802.11g
wireless networking put the iBook
closer in features to the company's
higher-end PowerBook line. In partic-
ular, the changes encroach on the 12-
inch PowerBook, which sells for
£1,149 and includes many of the
same capabilities as the beefed-up
iBooks. The 15-inch and 17-inch
PowerBooks have features not includ-
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ed in the smaller model, such as
Gigabit Ethernet networking and
faster FireWire ports.

Russell said these features and others,
such as lower weight and support for
a second display, will lead profession-
al customers to opt for the pricier
PowerBook. "We think there is differ-
entiation,” Russell said. He went on to
note: "We're certainly happy if they
choose any Apple notebook.”

On the desktop

Alongside the update to its iBook line,
Apple added a cheaper, single-proces-
sor model to its Power Mac G5 desk-
tops, introducing a 1.8GHz machine
for £1,099. With that addition, the
company's desktop line-up is probably
also complete, as it recently intro-
duced updated iMacs.

On top of this, Apple is adding the
option of a cheaper Nvidia graphics
card for its PowerMacs. The graphics
card is capable of supporting the com-
pany's 30-inch Cinema Display. That

display was announced in June, but
just started shipping in volume two
weeks ago -- weeks later than Apple
had planned.

Finally, Apple revamped its Xserve
RAID rack-mounted storage system.
The new Xserve RAID systems come
in three models. The first features four
250GB modules and sells for £4,599.
A midrange model offers seven 400GB
modules for £6,549, and the top
model offers 5.6 terabytes of total
storage for £9,999.

"It's bigger, it's faster and more afford-
able," said Alex Grossman, Apple's
director of server and storage product
marketing. Grossman noted that the
new systems cost just over §2 per
gigabyte, down from about $3 per
gigabyte on earlier Xserve RAID mod-
els.

The 400GB modules will become
available as an option for the Xserve
server, allowing owners to increase
the storage on those models to 1.2

Steve Jobs unveils Apple mini stores

At a private viewing at Stanford
Shopping Center in Palo Alto, Calif.,
Apple Computer Inc. on Thursday
unveiled a new 750-square-foot "mini"
design for its retail store. The first six
stores using the design, which Apple
CEO Steve Jobs -- in his first public
appearance since cancer surgery --
described as "designed to be small,
and cool because [they] are small,"
will open this Saturday.

The six stores opening this Saturday
at 10 a.m. are in Palo Alto; San Jose,
Calif.; Santa Rosa, Calif.; Tukwila,
Wash.; Bridgewater, New Jersey; and
Rockaway, New Jersey. Three addi-
tional mini stores are due to open by
the end of 2004 in Bethesda,
Maryland; Syracuse, New York; and St.
Louis, Missouri.

The new stores feature a striking new
design inside the small space, which
is roughly half the size of Apple's
smallest and most common retail out-
lets. The ceiling is an unbroken
expanse of white, lit from behind; the
walls are Japanese-made stainless steel
(with Power Mac GS-style holes
around the top of the walls for venti-

lation purposes); and the floor is a
shiny white made, according to Jobs,
of "material used in aircraft hangars.”

Mini store

Products in the new stores are half
iPod related, half Mac related, accord-
ing to Jobs. "That's new for us, and we
hope to draw iPod customers into the
store,” he said. Both Jobs and Apple
Senior Vice President of Retail Ron
Johnson said they hoped the new
store's hip design would draw a
younger, hipper customer.

"This design will help us carry our
philosophy to even more people,”
Jobs said as the store was unveiled.

The mini retail stores will give Apple

terabytes. Apple said it doesn't plan to
bump up the 2GHz top speed of the
machine's processors, even though it
did ship some 2.3GHz servers to
Virginia Tech for that school's super-
computer.

"Virginia Tech was a one-off,"
Grossman said. "That is not some-
thing we have planned or
announced.”

The product news follows Sunday’s
price cut from Intel, which supplies
computer chips to a majority of
Apple's rivals. Intel has also ramped
up its efforts to stimulate holiday
sales. The chipmaker lowered prices
on its flagship mobile computer
chips, including its Pentium M
processors and its Centrino bundle.

The fourth quarter of the calendar
year is historically the most profitable
for computer hardware makers and
for many other consumer products
companies.

the opportunity to locate in places
that, until now, have been too small
to fit a tradition retail location. Apple
now has four designs for its retail
locations: The two-story Flagship
stores with glass staircase; stores with
theaters; smaller size stores with no
theatre; and the mini stores. Johnson
said that the new store size will allow
Apple to serve both smaller markets
that currently have no Apple retail
presence, as well as high-traffic areas
that are somewhat close to established
Apple stores.

For example, the Stanford Shopping
Center store is only about a mile from
Apple's large Palo Alto store, but
Johnson said that the large amount of
shoppers at Stanford made adding an
Apple presence there make sense. The
store will be connected to nearby
Apple outlets via an Internet-based
voice messaging system, so that cus-
tomers who can't find a product at
the smaller store can be directed to
that product if it's in stock at a nearby
store.

Johnson also pointed out that the
new store design was the same size as

reail outlets in airports, and suggested
that airport-based Apple retail outlets
could be convenient for travelers
wishing to buy iPods and other acces-
sories.

With the exception of four stools at a
small Genius Bar at the back of the
store, the entire floor of the new store
is empty. On a single row of counters
to the left of the entrance are a series
of iPod stations, showcasing each
iPod product with selected acces-
sories. On the right side, a similar
countertop features iBooks,
PowerBooks, and the iMac G5 with

selected accessories. (eMacs and Power
Mac G5s were not present.) The back
half of the store offers six tall rows of
shelves on each side; the left side is
stocked with accessories, while the
right contains software and books.

Most uniquely, between the front and
back sections of the store are two
touch-screen-based kiosks, embedded
in the walls, that allow customers to
scan the bar codes of the products
they wish to buy. Once they scan a
product, an image of it will appear on
the screen. Customers will then insert

without interacting with a clerk.

Johnson said that currently 80 per-
cent of Apple's retail customers pay
for products with a credit card. He
also said that, at first, one kiosk at
mini stores will be for "assisted check-
out” with the help of an Apple
employee; the other kiosk will be
devoted to self-serve check-out. After
that, the stores will adapt based on
how customers embrace the self-
check-out system.
