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It’s Election Time Again
by Harry Lienke

The process for electing the Board of Directors (BOD)
is spelled out in the Bylaws. Following is an excerpt
from the Bylaws:

9. Election of Officers.

d. The election will be by means of a ballot
published electronically in the newsletter.
Ballots completed by current members may be
sent on-line to the clubOs email address,
delivered at mini‘app’les meetings, or submitted
by mail to the clubOs Post Office box. All ballots
must be received by April 28th. A simple
majority of those voting is necessary for
election. Results of this election shall be
published in the newsletter not more than 60
days following the election.

. The President will appoint an election
committee of at least two current club members
to count the ballots, ensure all ballots were
submitted by current club members, ensure no
member voted more than once, and announce
the results of the voting. No election committee
member may appear on the ballot as a candidate
for a BOD position.

Ballots must be received by the election committee no
later than April 28, 2009, to be counted by the election
committee. Ballots received after that date will be
disqualified.

Electronic voting is offered for the first time. No
details other than those shown above have been
spelled out in the Bylaws. See the Instructions below
for some suggestions on voting via hard-copy and
electronically.

Whether you are voting electronically or via hard
copy, be sure to include your name and membership
number on your ballot. Ballots without this
identification information will be disqualified. Your
membership number is shown on the hard copy
newsletters mailed prior to our conversion to
electronic newsletters last June. Many members have
received email notifications about their miniOappOles
memberships; the membership number is shown in
this email. If you cannot find your membership
number via either of the previous methods, you can

send a request to disclose your membership number to

miniapples@mac.conthe email must be sent from
the email address to which your newsletter is sent
each month and must contain the title: Membership
Number Request.

INSTRUCTIONS

You may take your completed ballot to a miniOappOles
meeting, mail your completed ballot, or use an email
program to complete the ballot before you send it
electronically. In any case, it must be returned to the
miniOappOles no later than April 28, 20009.

If you plan to take your completed ballot to a
miniOappOles meeting, or if you are going to mail your
ballot, follow these instructions:

1. Make a hard copy of the ballot. Enter your
name and membership number where indicated
on the ballotBallots without a valid name
and corresponding membership number will
be disqualified.

. Vote for one candidate for each office by putting
an X in front of a personOs name. If you wish to
vote for a candidate not listed above, go to the
second line following the name of the office you
want your candidate to hold, put an X at the left
of the line, and enter the name of the person for
whom you wish to vote.

Box 796; Hopkins, MN 55343-0796.

If you plan to send your ballot electronically, follow

these instructions:

1. Use your favorite email program (Apple Mail,
Entourage, Gmail, etc.) to create an email
addressed tminiapples@mac.comwith the
words OElection BallotO as the title of the email.
Copy the ballot text but not the instructions and
paste it into the body of the email.

2. Enter your name and membership number
where indicated on the ballot; you may, but do
not need to, delete the underscore characters in
any of these stepBallots without a valid
name and corresponding membership
number will be disqualified.

. Vote for one candidate for each office by putting

an X in front of a personOs name. If you wish to
vote for a candidate not listed above, go to the
second line following the name of the office you
want your candidate to hold, put an X at the left
of the line, and enter the name of the person for
whom you wish to vote.

MS Word to set up business cards.
It is quite easy by using the pre-defined business
card templates, which are included with MS Word.
There are many ways to arrange each card, but the
basic card size should not be changed. You can brea
up the cells quickly to provide an area for a picture
or multiple areas for text. And you can use your own
image for the card, as well as any type of text.

Tom then moved on to how to set up a greeting card
using Word and Word Art. The key to using Word

Art is to start it from the Drawing toolbar. After all,
Word Art creates a graphic that can be placed like
any other graphic. Also, be sure to set up the blank
document as a 4-cell table across the entire page.
Then create your Word Art, and place it in the upper
left cell. You can do a wide array of effects in Word
Art, so play around with it to find what you would
like. After creating your Ocover art,O the next trick is
to flip it upside down. Then, in the lower right you

can add the inside message you wish. And, of course

if you wish to use Word Art here, that can also be
used to dress up the card.

Finally, make sure the grid lines are turned off (a
print preview can confirm this). After you print the
card, just fold into quarters.

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AirPort Extreme, Time Capsule: Like Two
Base Stations in One
by Glenn Fleishman

An update to Apple's two higher-end Wi-Fi base
stations allows a single gateway to serve any
connected device at the highest possible speed. The
trick? Apple stuck two radios in its latest AirPort
Extreme Base Station and Time Capsule models,
while keeping prices the same.

The choice facing anyone setting up a new Wi-Fi
network is which of two spectrum bands to use,
obscure as that sounds. In most countries, the United
States included, the 2.4 GHz and 5 GHz bands are
both available for use for Wi-Fi. The 2.4 GHz band
is crowded: it's used by microwave ovens, cordless
phones, Bluetooth, and many other purposes; and
there's not much spectrum in the allotted range. The
802.11b and 802.11g (original AirPort and pre-2007
AirPort Extreme) standards can only use 2.4 GHz.
The iPhone and iPod touch include 802.11g
hardware.

The 5 GHz band is wide open, with several times the
spectrum and far fewer uses. The 802.11n standard
that Apple has offered since February 2007 can use
either band, but 5 GHz is better for closer, denser

networks because network throughput can be up to
several times better than in 2.4 GHz. The Apple TV
and nearly all Macs released since October 2006
include 802.11n support. (The Mac mini was finally
updated Tuesday to offer 802.11n.)

With Tuesday's update to the AirPort Extreme Base
Station [1] and Time Capsule [2], you no longer need
to make a choice or connect two different base
stations to get the best features of both bands:
backwards compatibility with 2.4 GHz and
throughput for 5 GHz. The revised models offer

5 GHz operation. The 5 GHz band's signals don't
penetrate or carry as far as those in 2.4 GHz,
however, making it more appropriate for closer
networking.

In a briefing, Apple explained that you can name
both the 2.4 GHz and 5 GHz network the same, and
Apple hardware that supports 802.11n can choose
which network to join based on quality of the signal
and the speed that's available. This is a unique
feature Apple offers; Windows and other platforms
select networks somewhat randomly among those
that are available with the same name.

You can also name the two bands' networks
separately, and manually force 802.11n clients to join
the 5 GHz network.

Apple also added an intriguing guest access feature
to both the AirPort Extreme and Time Capsule. With
a guest network active, the base station broadcasts a
second network name for visitors (a password is
optional). Multiple network names are typically
supported on corporate-oriented equipment; this is
known as a virtual SSID (service set identifier), the
technical name for a Wi-Fi's broadcast network
identity.

Those connected to the guest network have access
only to the Internet; local hard drives and network
traffic are locked out. A separate, advanced option
lets you set whether or not guests can see each
other's network traffic, such as Bonjour discovery
messages for hard drives or iChat.

The update includes one last addition: remote access
to hard drives, including the internal drive on a Time
Capsule. The feature requires a MobileMe account,
and works essentially just like the file-sharing

portion of Back to My Mac. Back to My Mac is a
more generic feature for Leopard, allowing all

(The terabyte pricing seems ridiculous given that
high-end 1 TB drives are now retailing for under
$100.) The $79 AirPort Express base station remains
unchanged, with support for either spectrum band,
but only one at a time.

The advantage of using both spectrum bands is that
slower, older devices can use the pokier 2.4 GHz
band, while video streaming and file transfers among
computers with 802.11n or an Apple TV can zoom

between any two computers that you've registered
with your MobileMe account.

Apple continues to avoid offering official support for
Time Machine backups to an AirPort Extreme with
an external hard drive.

So, a couple of
years ago, when | heard that libraries were
distributing audio books over the Internet, | was

Returning to the Black Gold site, |
found that I still couldn't download the audio book.
Instead, | had to click "Add to Cart," as if | were
shopping for socks.

After
some confusion, it turned out that my access was
enabled through a third-party site, the Black Gold
Cooperative Library System [5]. (Once again, you
may well find that your local library, too, if it has a
Mac-enabled set of downloadable audio books,
operates through OverDrive, though the details of
how you obtain the books may differ).

So, what was my experience like? It was pretty silly.

This was as far as | could get: "You have
successfully placed a hold on the selected title. You

| had to pass through a "Terms of Service" page
(which of course | didn't read, since no one ever
does). Then | had to proceed to the "Confirm
Checkout" page, where 1 still didn't get to download
the book; all | was doing here was confirming that |
wanted to download the book, something | had
already said about half a dozen times that | wanted to
do. I did, however, learn on this page more about the
terms of "borrowing" an audio book: | could check
out a maximum of 4 at a time - not that this site even
had 4 books | cared about - and the lending period
was 14 days. (I wondered: What happens after 14
days? Will the file lose its ability to play? Will my
iPod self-destruct?)

At last | arrived at the download page, and clicked
the link there; but I still couldn't download the book!
What | had downloaded turned out to be a tiny
".odm" file. It was not at all clear what to do with

this, but after a while | realized what you're supposed
to do: you open this file with OverDrive Media
Console, and it performs the actual download for
you, placing the MP3 files in ~/Documents/My
Media/MP3 Audiobooks.

Who Put the D in the DRM? Sillier and sillier. First
you make me wait for weeks. Then you force me to
add the book to a fictitious cart, instead of
downloading it. Then you tell me that | must
immediately download it or it will be removed from
my cart? So why didn't you just let me download it
in the first place?

Without sinking into the mire of perennial arguments
over DRM and our outmoded, corporate-minded
copyright laws, this much seems obvious to me.

will receive an email when the selected title becomes There are no originals in this story, so there is
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nothing to protect. When you download an MP3 file,
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you are not borrowing a physical object which no
one else can have as long as it's in your possession.
It's digital, and what you download is, by its very
nature, a copy even before you receive it. Therefore,
this pretense that you can't "have" the MP3 file until
all other users have "finished" with it, that it must be
placed in a "cart" and retrieved within a certain time
frame, and that you can "keep" the file for only a
limited amount of time, is just a lot of inconvenient
flapdoodle.

But the icing on the silliness cake is what happened
after my 14 days were up - nothing! It's true that
when starting up OverDrive Media Console, |
encountered a dialog stating that items in my "media
library" had "expired." It said, "Under the terms of
the license agreement and terms of use, you are
required to delete/destroy all copies of expired titles,
including those transferred to portable devices and
other media."” | then had to click a Delete button in
order to proceed, and sure enough, those files were
deleted from my MP3 Audiobooks folder.

But of course | had copied those files. The copies,
elsewhere on my computer, and on a different
computer, and on my iPod, were not deleted, and
they still play perfectly well. There isn't actually any
DRM in this story at all! So what on earth was all the
fuss about?

Kooky Kabuki N Here's my theory. The library has
bought audio books in digital form from some
publisher, and can do so only by satisfying the
publisher that this is not a direct route to unlimited
copying all over the universe. Let's leave aside the
guestion of whether this is a reasonable concern on
the publisher's part (I happen to think it is not,
because digital wants to be free, as in free-as-a-bird),
and just accept that this is how libraries and
publishers do business.

We can find support for this theory in the following
tale. A couple of years ago, | borrowed a cassette
tape (remember those?) of an audio book from my
library. My first move, when | got it home, was to
play the tape into my computer and turn the resulting
digital file into MP3s - not to steal it, but in order to
listen to it. | listened to it (on an iPod on a long
driving trip), and then deleted the files. But part of
the tape was damaged, and it occurred to me that |
could help prevent this kind of thing. Our library is
tiny and works mostly through volunteers, so | went
to a library administrator and said: "How would you
like me to digitize your cassette library for you, to

prevent further deterioration and to make it easier for
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borrowers to listen?" They were horrified and sent
me scurrying from the building. Clearly, libraries are
not allowed to think like this. They deal in physical
copies, and making a new physical copy is illegal.

Returning to my downloadable audio book
experience, let's contrast the procedure for a
Windows user. A Windows user can download a
WMA audio book instantly from the library Web site
without passing through a third-party application.
But the resulting WMA file does have true embedded
DRM: only certain recent versions of Windows
Media Player [6], and certain approved handheld
devices [7], can play the file at all. So there's
sufficient control maintained over the file's
playability (and, I'm assuming, its lifetime) to satisfy
all the parties concerned.

Now, there is a DRM mechanism on Mac (iTunes
and authorized AAC files), and iTunes movie rentals
even add a lifetime playability mechanism. But this
works through the iTunes Store, so presumably the
distributors of these audio books can't use it. Thus
they are left with no DRM mechanism. Therefore,
they compromise in a different way: they force the
user to participate in a Kabuki drama intended to
instill a notion that what's being downloaded is a
physical object that only one user at a time can
borrow for a limited time. It's DRM by hypnosis!
Apparently, such hypnosis is sufficient to satisfy all
parties that the relevant laws are being obeyed. But
the hypnosis involved is really only self-hypnosis.
Someone, somewhere, is kidding no one but himself.
Maybe that's why the selection of available MP3
downloads is so poor; perhaps they are providing
access only to books that aren't selling anyway, so
they don't really care what happens to them after all.
