Then came the programmers and the
flashy software! A few good products appeared
with many of little educational value.

Lately, things have changed! Over the last
couple of years, more software is being
produced by cooperative efforts between
educators and programmers. The best of this
software combines good educational practices
with quality programming, including emphasis
on ease of use and appropriate use of
graphics. Educational software is available
for all ages and in a wide variety of subjects
and skills. Types of software you will find
include learning games, simulations of
situations and events, interactive tutorials
on a variety of subjects and drill & practise
training programs. Each has its place
educationally; the main concern. is with the
quality of the individual product. The market
for home/education software has blossomed
recently, with many .·products available to
teach basic skills to young children, in an
enjoyable way.

Though prices are gradually moving down,
software is still expensive, compared to
books, records, etc. It is often difficult to
preview, as quality educational software is
very costly to develop and violation of
copyright is still a problem. Mini lapp 'les
EdSIG provides a way of previewing some of the
better quality educational software available
for Apple computers.

With the permission of the· author, I have
captured the documentation. portion of the
binary file DCOPY and saved it to disk as
DCOPY.TEXT. That way, those of you who want
formatted hardcopy can load it into your word
processor for manipulation prior to printing.

The <disk you are
copying to (destination disk) need not be
previously formatted. It works with either
one or two drives. If you have enough RAM
memory, •you .can mass-produce backups so that
the source disk needs to be read only once.
(Diversi-cOPY compresses information, so if
the source disk is less-than-full, less memory
is required.) It does an automatic verify of
the copied information to assure accuracy at
the byte-level. The destination drive's speed
is continuously displayed and updated during
writing to help isolate any .copying problems.
It will also copy 40-trackdisksl

The other primary option is to simply format
empty "data" disks. Again, these can be in
any of the four operating systems listed
above. These disks will not contain the
actual operating system, so they will not
boot. The advantage to this is that you gain
additional disk space by sacrificing the
operating system.

uring the August MacSIG meeting (see
announcements section of this news­
letter), there were several questions
from the floor on technique and Mac
capabilities.

1. When a picture element is moved from Paint
to Write, you lose the ability to place
Write text in that horizontal slice of the
document that is occupied by the picture.
For now, if you want to add text to that
area, you must go back to Paint and revise
your picture element, then move a new copy
to Write.

2. At least one brave soul has been trying to
.. stuff data from Multiplan into the Habadex

file program. Glimpses of the data seem to
be .tantilizingly close on the clipboard,
but do not move properly(!) into the
Habadex fields. The suggestion from the
floor is to try the Notepad •••maybe the
result will be different. Most thought
that the effort might be greater than the
re-entry of data.

3 •. If the ''Mouse'' gives up, you are faced with
a non-accessible Mac (unless you have
another Apple and a Graphics Tablet!!! Read
on). The Mouse can be returned to the
dealer for warranty exchange, but once you
are .past 90 days (or as one unfortunate
'MacSI.Ger. found out, hav.e the problem
diagnosed as "abuse"), Apple makes no
provision for repair. You have to get a new
Mouse ($60 greenbacks) or lean on someone
for scavenger and repair operations.

4. Steve Baker has come up with 2 MacDOMs.
(See elsewhere in this newsletter.) He may
even· have a 3rd by the time you read this.
But that/doesn't mean you should stop

.. contributing. We want a fourth, a
fifth••••• a hundredth MacDOM! . Let's give
a hand: programs, art, stories, tips ••• any
and all contributions are needed and
welcome.

The question of group buys came up to the
masses. Dan Buchler said that it has been
left to the initiative of an individ~al to
coordinate a purchase for the interested
members. Board ~idelines are also in the
process of change regarding vendors at the
meetings. Might pay to check. Most
Sl,lppOl:'ting stores will also cooperate if
you make a reasonable request.

6. There continue to be MacRumors about mucho
things related to the Mac. Your Recordist
suggests that you don't go off the deep end
on some of this stuff. If what you heard
seems too good to be true, it probably is.

7. The (gasp) UPGRADE. A 512K retrofit of Mac
certainly appears to be a solid product for
the future. Timing (looks like early 1985)
and price (maybe $1000) are choicest
offerings from the Rumor Mill. Everyone
wants it yesterday, and for free, no less.

8. Although no "flood", the long awaited
software entries are making an appearance.
Seems that it just takes X many manhours to
write X many lines of code. August has
brought the first of the early harvest, and
each day seems to add more. YR thinks that
the MacPromise will be kept ••• look for the
easy stuff first, followed by the
moderately complex (now showing), followed
by the "gee-whizz-do-all" programs last.
Some of that "last" may be holding off for
the 512K, too.

9. There is a video digitizer package
available for Mac (and other computers). I
missed full info on who makes it, but the
cost is about $400.

The program for the August meeting was Chuck
Thiesfield and his coupling of the Apple
Graphics Tablet (AGT) to the Mac... well,
almost. Actually what he's done is hooked the
AGT to an Apple II in normal fashion and then
linked the Apple II to the Mac by way of the
MousePort. With the addition of some
home-brew software, which thinks the Mac is a
pdnter connected to a standard printer
interface card, he communicates pen
information on the tablet to Mac for use in
MacPaint. Tracing is easy, helped by some
scaling factors that can be applied.

Chuck's first effort used the Apple II
gameport for output, but the MouseButton was
lost for lack of enough annunciator pins •••he
needed four wires just to get the XY info
across. Switching to a parallel card solved
the wire shortage problem.

The melding of the AGT and Mac haven't
answered all of Chuck's needs for graphics,
but he feels that for certain types of
drawing, MacPaint is a more controllable
program with the AGT, allowing him to draw
with a more natural pen than the Mouse.

Certainly there is a greater awareness within
the group that the Mac is "expandable". It
just takes a bit more innovative thought to
come up with the "how". Thanks, Chuck, for a
very interesting look at making the Mac even
more fun. lr

Talking about discounts, within 48 hours of
the product announcement, the Fat Mac was
reported to have been discounted to $2600 at
one dealer somewhere in the USA (not the Twin
Cities).

Apple had been promising for some time that
they would not penalize anyone pricewise for
buying a 128K Mac and the upgrading it to
512K. However, the $300 price cut in the 128K
version, implies a $300 penalty (at list
prices). To sweeten the pot, Apple are
offering a bonus to persons buying the upgrade
who bought their skinny Mac when the list was
$2495. The bonus is a free copy of MacProject
amd MacDraw. To obtain the bonus, you have to
send in your original system disk. Apple then
returns the bonus software plus a new system
disk.

If you work for a Fortune 2000 company which
happens to be a "National" account of Apple,
you may be eligible to buy Apple products
through an employee purchase plan. This is a
new idea from Apple. To keep the local
dealers happy, Apple pays the dealer a certain
sum for each product sold to "support" the
product. In effect, you buy the product from
Apple under the National account agreement,
naming the dealer who will support you. The

Apparently,
the program completely sidesteps the use of
the "standard Mac interface" - no pull-down
menus, no cut and paste, etc. This, a~ you
all know, is completely contradictary to what
Apple has been advocating as the reason for
buying a Mac - a standard user interface. The
publisher simply brought the software over
from IBM PC and other systems on which Omnis 2
runs without any regard for the interface.

Tidbit seen in InfoWorld - Apple has seeded
over 250 software developers with "Color
Macintoshes". This seems quite likely
according to an interview with Daniel Kottke,
an Apple hardware engineer on the Macintosh
project. Another interview with Doug Clapp,
printed in the August St. Mac, revealed that.
most of the additional hardware you need for
color is the RAM required to increase the
screen buffer from 20K to 80K. Clapp
intimated that a Color Mac would likely use a
separate RGB monitor such as the one just
announced by Apple.

Apple's upcoming Laser printer will be really
great. It won't be in a price bracket for the
home purchaser, but should be considered a
must for any business that has more than one
Mac. Expect to see it around the beginning of
the new year.

ser support is part of what I buy in
a software package. From my point of
view, when I shell out as much as
$100, $200, or more for a program disk
and manual, I expect more than the

. program and. physical contents of the box. I
want to know" that/if I need help in the
operation of the p1;'ogram, after having read
the manual, I can get it. This can mean the
difference between... the satisfactory
implementation. of theprogra.m which meets my
needs, or frustration in not being able to
properly use all those. features that looked so
nice in the ads or store.

The need for that extra help ,at least in my
case, has been met by Sierra On-Line. I ant
probably like many other personal computer
users in- that my three "workhorse" programs
are a spreadsheet, word processor and data
base management program. Two of the three are
from Sierra On-Line, ScreenWriter ][ for word
processing •.. ~n4 The General Manager for data
base management. I use them both extensively,
and often together. For example, I handle all
the records, correspondence and billing for
Mini' app 'les' advertising with these two
programs. 1 require that they work closely
together and use virtually all of the features
of both (must admit, haven't used footnoting
in ScreenWriter yet). I also use the
Dic 'tio 'nary, a spelling checker, from
Sierra.

On several occasions I have found the need to
call Sierra's customer support department.
The folks at Sierra have always been helpful,
and on occasion have needed to show a good
deal of patience and tolerance with some
pretty picky questions from me. There have
been times when the person on the other end of
the line has not had the answer on the spot,
and they have needed to call back or write
with further information. They have never
failed to follow through. They have also sent
some extra flyers on interfacing Screenwriter
with printers and an extra user program to use
with General Manager. The only complaint I
have is that they have recently cut the hours
that phone support is available to the
morning, west coast time. I have had no
problem in getting through, it's just that I
would prefer to call after 5 PM central time
to get lower phone rates.

Back-ups and updates: I do not like software I
purchase to be copyprotected. Let me repeat
that. I do not like software I purchase to be
copyprotected. My spreadsheet isn't, (THE
Spreadsheet, Ver 2.0 from A.P.P.L.E.), and
that is one of the reasons I selected that

particular program. Unfortunately, somebody
forgot to make the world exactly the· way I
would like it, and most commercial software· is
copyprotected. Sierra On-Line hasn't seen fit
to handle copyprotection my way, but they· do
offer a reasonable alternative•

First, they provide a back-up copy of the
program in the original package that you
purchase (at/least in the case of· their
business. programs - I don 't know what they do

And it was tb.en:i.nth 4ay of
creation, and the ocean was full.

So now you wonder what all> of this has to do
with Apple computers J right? Well, the point
is coming, but I tell stories the southern
way, nice an' slow. There was this feller I
once knowed. Had a coondog named Ellie, etc. J
etc. That's the style J and the story is not
about coondogs at all • • •

The point of the story is that, in that ocean
-- and aside from the most daring of the fish
that ventured out of the sea and onto land

The only way to gain advantage nowadays was to
get "better" in a narrow ni<;.he.

Boorstin, the .• soci.al. historian (he
was writing in Fortune, in September 1967) J
recognized and named the phenomenon. "A
Consumption Connnunity," he w:rote,"consists of
people who. have a feeling. of well-being,
shared risks J common interef'3ts, •••• and common
concerns that come from consuming the same
kinds of objects."

B()orstin saw the phenomenon early but saw it
only darkly, as throughaglass--because the
consumption of.opjects isalmost)it).cidental to
something else: a common enterprise of
exploration J application.

The horizontal conquests of the past were but
an impulse to find the planet and to unify the
human experience. That old impulse to explore
__driven by greed for gold/and glory J often
violent and harsh J created the global village
of today -- so successfully that frontiers J
Outer Space aside J have disappeared.

New frontiers have emerged in their place J but
in another dimension -- and we're engaged in
discovering the size J meaning J and use of one
of these. Mini' app 'les is a small ship on a
voyage of discovery. We're on it because we
too J like all explorers ,seek gold or glory
for ourselves. And like those of the people
who came before uS J our conquests will benefit
mankind far more than we now imagine.

Come on, DarnaYJ what sort of garbage is
this? Most of us just want cheap software J
bargain goods J neat tricks J help in a crisis,
and ways to beat the system. W\;ly get all
theological on us? This is a user group, for
Pete sake, not a literary circle.

There are many things to look at in choosing a
software package. Be careful not to miss the
publisher's support policies and reputation.
These may be more important than many of the
items on the "important features" list that
creative copy writers come up with. They may
also be hard to learn about. Often the
support policy is unwritten or unadvertised
even though it is well established and run.
Other times it may be unwritten and
non-existent. The cost of a phone call to the
customer support department before you buy may
be an excellent investment in getting a feel
for what to expect. I have tried this a few
times and as a result have not purchased
software that otherwise looked attractive.

What it is, What you get, Booting, artd Menus

App1eWorks is an integrated spread­
sheet, word processor and data base
package for the Apple / / e and / / c.
The title page says, "By Rupert
Lissner and Apple Computer, Inc." A

similar program for the Apple / / / is called
"/// E-Z Pieces." Although the App1eWorks
Reference Manual (319 pages long) implies that
the program can be used .on a / /e without
extended memory, I find it hard to believe you
could do much with it. On a //e with extended
memory and a / / c, the screen reports 55K of
memory to be available.

Because App1eWorks is an integrated program,
it is possible to move fromword processor to
spreadsheet to data base whenever you desire.
In my work, I find it convenient to prepare
tables. with a. spreadsheet. Using my word
processor, Super Text Professional, and THE
Spreadsheet V2.0, I now print the tables on
separate sheets of paper and insert them into
the report. With App1eWorks, I could cut out
sections of the spreadsheet, transfer them to
a clipboard, and then insert them in my report
at the desired spot by transferring them from
the. clipboard to the word processor. Similar
use could be made of the data base.

The App1eWorks package includes three disks (5
sides), the App1eWorks Tutorial (140 pages),
the App1eWorks Reference Manual (319 pages),
and the App1eWorks Quick Reference Card. The
program makes use of two disks (the "Startup"
and "Program" disks); these come on a
two-sided disk. First suggested step is to
make copies of these (using the ProDOS User's
Disk or COPYA, depending on which one came
with your computer). The second disk (also
two-sided) contains "Apple Presents
App1eworks", a training disk that guides you
through the program. Third disk contains
"App1eWorks Sample Files" for use with "Apple
Presents App1eWorks" and the tutorial. The
training disk is used first, followed by the
tutorial. Both are well-done. The screen
prompting of the program makes it very easy to
use. In my experiments with it, my occasional
problems occurred because I did not follow the
instructions on the screen. Holding down the
"Open-Apple" key and "?" simultaneously
provides a complete list of commands for the
portion of the programs that you are using.

App1eWorks functions at two levels of
activity. At the top level, it contains
information about file storage locations and
printer information. It also moves files to
the Desktop (RAM) and saves them for you when

The bottom level involves actual use of the
Word Processor, Spreadsheet, and Data Base:
creating, reviewing, chartging, and printing
files.

To run the program, the disk called "Startup"
is booted. After a brief run, you are
requested to lnsert the "Program" disk. The
current da.te. is requested (a / /e with ProDOS
and the properc1()ck card automatically takes
care of the date and time; on a //c, you must
ertter a dat~) •. Pressing Return brings up the
Main Menu. Your computer's RAM is called the
"Desktop". Each use you make of App1eWorks
requires that you make a file. This file has
a name (in ProDOS format) and can be stored in
the .. computer (temporary) or on disk
(permanently)•. A.file. in RAM is said to be on
the Desktop. When you need. a file, you call
it to .. tne Desktop through a series of menus.
Each menua.nd file appears on the screen .as a
"file folder" with a label tab. As many as 12
file folders can be on the Desktop at. one
time.

The Main Menu is the first folder. Its
options are:

1. Add files to the Desktop
2. Work with one of the files on the Desktop
3. Save Desktop files to disk
4. Remove files from Desktop
5. Other Activities
6. Quit

The screen also displays the number of the
drive currently active, the name of the active
menu, instructions ("Type number, or use
arrows, then press Return"), and where to go
for help ("Open-App1e"-?). The first item on
each menu is highlighted in inverse mode. If
you select a different item by typing .the
number or using the Down-Arrow, the highlight
will move to the selected item.

If we hit return for Item 1, the "Add· Files"
Menu will overlay the Main Menu (the tab of
the Main Menu is still visible). At the top
of the screen, the words "Escape: Main Menu"
tell you how to get back to the Main Menu.

1. The current disk: Drive 1
(or 2, if you have changed it)

2. A different disk

Conmands

Except for the use of "ESC" to return to the
Main Menu t AppleWorks c01Illl8.nds are given by
holding down the "Open-Apple" COA) key plus a
letter or number. All 26 letters and 9 digits
are used. The usage is consistent through the
three units of the programt where possible.
For example t OA-D is "Delete text" in the Word
Processor, "Delete records or report category"
in the Data Base t and "Delete columns or rows"

in the Spreadsheet. OA-S is "Save the current
file to disk" in all three. Some OA
combinations work with only one or two of the
units. OA-L is not applicable to the Word
Processor, provides options to change the
record layout in the Data Base t and to change
the cell layout in the Spreadsheet. OA-W
creates windows in the Spreadsheet, but has no
application in the other two units.

Usage is quite mnemonic. A = Arrange, B=
Blank, C = Copy, D = Delete, E = Edit, F=
Find t I = Insert, M = Move, etc.

OA-E toggles between insert and overstrike
cursors. To insert text into material already
on the screen, use OA-E to get a flashing
underline cursor. A second OA-E will toggle to
a blinking rectangle. Anything typed with
this cursor will write over material already
present. Either can be used to enter fresh
text t depending on the one you prefer.

The combination OA-I through OA-9 is called
the "Ruler"t which permits you to move rapidly
through a document. OA-I will move the cursor
tq ... the. beginning of a file, OA-9 to the end t
and OA-2/0A-8 proportionally within the file.
For example t in a 20-line file, pressing OA-I
through OA-9 will move you to lines 1, 3, 5,
8, 10 , 12 t 15 , 17, and 20. In a lOO--line
file, the moves would be 1, 13 t 25 t 38, 50 t
62 t 75 t 87 t and 100. In the Spreadsheet t
OA-Left Arrow and OA-Right Arrow will scroll
horizontally one screen display. In all three
units t OA-Up Arrow and OA-Down Arrow will
scroll vertically one screen. .

(ASCII) file, or from a DIF file. Using a new
file or an existing file, you can enter,
review, or change data. The sequence for
creating a new data base from scratch is "Main
Menu" to "Add Menu" to "Data Base" to
"Scratch", which tells you to assign a name
(15 characters maximmn, letters, numbers,
periods, spaces). Next, assign category names
(20 characters maximmn), press "ESC" when they
are all assigned, and you're ready to enter
data.

Single-record layouts are used for data
entry. Multiple-record layouts containing up
to 15 records can be displayed. OA-Z permits
you to toggle between the two. OA-l through
OA-9 let you browze through the records in
multiple-record display. New entries can be
made from either the single-record or
multiple-record display (the latter takes you
to single-record display for record entry).

Standard values can be created. For example,
if 75% of those on a mailing list live in
Minneapolis, Minneapolis can be assigned as
the standard city value; only the entries for
the other cities would have to be changed. If
a category contains the word "date" or "time",
AppleWorks will enter the date or the time in
a standard format.

Records can be deleted, copied one or more
times, moved (using the Clipboard), and
displayed using selection rules (the selection
rules include equals, greater than, less than,
does not equal, is blank, is not blank, begins
with, ends with, does not contain, does not
begin with, and does not end with). These can
also be combined using one or two connectors
(and, or, through). Records can also be found
using OA-F. A request to find all records
containing "ace" would display any containing
"Horace" or "Place". Records can be sorted on
a category from A to Z, Z to A, ° to 9, or 9
to 0, and records with standard dates or times
can be arranged in chronological or reversed
chronological order. A file's layout and
structure can be changed.

Reports can be printed as tables or labels.
The Report Menu offers the following options:

1. Get a report format
2. Create a new "tables" format
3. Create a new "labels" format
4. Duplicate an existing format
5. Erase a format
6. Keep working with current format

The Report Format displays three lines from
the multi-record display and provides the
options of changing category positions,
changing colmnn widths, sorting on a category,
deleting a category, changing printer 'options,
changing selection rules, creating calculated
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categories, etc., and, finally, printing the
report. Printer options include platen width,
left, right, top, and bottom margins,
characters per inch, lines per inch, paper
length, special codes for the printer, report
header, line spacing, line width, and printing
length.

Word Processor

The Word Processor has two main functions.
Using the first function, working with
information, you can type a document, edit it,
delete, move, or copy blocks of text, replace
old information with new, and find specific
information. The second function, formatting
docmnents, lets you define the layout of your
document.

Word Processor files can contain a maximmn of
2250 lines, approximately 28 54-line pages
with 128K of RAM. The maximmn size file for
64K of RAM is about eight pages.

New files can be created from scratch or from
text (ASCII) files, including Apple Writer and
the Pascal Editor. However, DOS files must be
converted to ProDOS before AppleWorks can use
them.

The Word Processor uses word wraparound; the
Return key is used only to start a new line.
OA-Z lets you zoom in to see where existing
carriage returns are located. The
blinking-bar and blinking-rectangle cursors
function as described above. Material can be
deleted using the Delete key or the OA-D
connnand. With the latter, you use the cursor
movement keys to highlight material to be
deleted.

Two types of text can be found or replaced.
If Text is specified, an attempt to find "the"
will also find "The" and "THE" if present. If
Case sensitive text is specified, a search for
"The" will find it, but not "the" and "THE".

Text can be moved in a document using OA-M and
copied using OA-C. Markers can be set to
permit you to move rapidly to specific
locations. Using OA-T, tabs can be quickly
set or cleared.

If your printer can handle them, printer
options available include controlling
horizontal spacing, control print density,
controlling vertical spacing, controlling
layout (hanging paragraphs, headers, footers),
special printing techniques (boldface,
underlining, superscripts, subscripts) , and
page control. Proportional printing,
justification, centering, spacing, page
numbering can all be used. Sticky spaces can
be used to avoid splitting a name. The
printer can be instructed to stop printing to

THE Spreadsheet V2.0 obviously has many more
functions (usable??) than the others.
AppleWorks has all the functions that I have
ever needed and a few more. For other users,
this may not be true.

App1eWorks defaults to standard or global
display values for value formats, label
formats, column widths, protection, and
recalculation. OA-V allows you to redefine
the standard values at any time. Values can
be displayed ,as fixed, dollars, c()mmas,
percent, and appropriate (default). Up to 7
decimal places can be displayed except for the
latter. Fixed, dollars, and commas allow you
to display trailing zeroes. Dollars will
display a "$" and commas. Commas eliminates
the dollar sign. Label formats can be 1eft­
and right-justified and centered. Columns
widths default to 9, but can be set from 1 to
75. Cells can be protected so that entries
cannot be changed inadvertently.
Recalculation can be done by rows, columns,
automatically, or manually.

Spreadsheet

AppleWork's spreadsheet has 127 columns and
999 rows. VisiCalc has 63 columns and 254
rows; Lotus 1-2-3 has 254 columns and 2048
rows. With a 128K Apple, using 9-character
cells, each containing 11111111, I was able to
fill 4454 cells (100 rows from A to AR plus 54
cells in column AS) of the 126,873 available.
About 11 ,000 can be filled on a 256K Apple
III. About 16,400 cells can be filled in the
same manner on an 320K IBM PC with Lotus
1-2-3. This is not a very good technique of
determining usable spreadsheet size, however.
My largest Zoo Table, which requires 34-35K
with VisiCalc and THE Spreadsheet V2.0 and is
too large for THE Spreadsheet V1.0, requires
only 25K with Appleworks, leaving 30K of
usable space. Obviously, I plan to
investigate this further.

Files can be created from scratch or VisiCalc
and DIF files can be used. DIF files must
have been created with the C or column option
to load correctly. VisiCalc files can be used
directly. However, both must be converted from
DOS to ProOOS to. use with App1eWorks. Using
the A.P.P.L.E. Spreadsheet Converter, I
converted some of my "THE Spreadsheet V1.0"
Zoo files to V2.0, converted them to ProOOS,
and was able to load them into AppleWorks. I
did find the conversion had changed some
variable column widths to a global value, but
when I readjusted the column widths with
AppleWorks, I found all my data and headings
were still intact.

Loading my largest Zoo Table took only 26.34
seconds compared to almost 33 minutes with
VisiCalc and THE Spreadsheet V2.0. The actual
time to load the data was 14.67 seconds; 11.67
seconds were used to load the Spreadsheet
program into RAM from the Program disk.
Appleworks loads the data first and then the
program, the reverse of the procedure used by
other spreadsheets.

Label and number entry is very similar to
VisiCalc. Any letter is automatically a
label. A number or mathematical operator (+,
-, I, (, or *) is automatically a value. To
enter a number as a heading (e.g., a year),
the quote (") must be used to indicate it is a
label. Entries are confirmed by the Return
key or any of the four arrow keys. AppleWorks
has text-streaming. If a label is too long to
fit in one cell, it is automatically extended
into adjacent non-numeric, non-protected

OA-L allows you to change value formats, label
formats, and protection for specific cells,
rows, columns, or blocks, and column widths
for specific columns.

One unfortunate factor with AppleWorks' value
displays is that it is not possible to assign
a value format to an individual column unless
values are present. For example, if you have
a column where you want to enter all values
with 3 fixed decimal places, you cannot
preformat the column. You can enter all your
numbers in the column and then format; enter a
"0" in each cell of the column, format, and
enter your numbers; or use a global format,
which you may not want in other columns.

AppleWorks, as do most other spreadsheets,
lets you set two windows (side-by-side or
top-and-bottom) and allows you to fix the
titles or headings. In addition, with OA-Z it
is possible to zoom in and display the
formulas in every cell. While zoomed in, you
can print the formulas with OA-P.

AppleWorks has an excellent feature that I
have previously seen only in Lotus 1-2-3. Any
areas that are blanked, columns or rows that
are inserted, deleted, or moved, and
information that is copied (replicated) is
highlighted in inverse by cursor movement so
that you know exactly what items will be
zapped, changed, or moved.

Another excellent feature of this Spreadsheet
is the ability to sort rows in a spreadsheet
by values in a specified column. Sorting can
be done from A to Z, Z to A, 0 to 9, or 9 to
O. I did this very rapidly with my largest
Zoo Table and my Zoo cohort was extremely
pleased with the new data presentation.
Sorting 90 counties and states using the MOVE
command was not something I wanted to do.

AppleWorks will find a cell for you by
coordinate, by the last text that you entered,
or by text that you specify.

OA-o gives you access to all the print
options. They are similar to the ones
described previously. My large Zoo Table
fills four standard sheets using 17 characters
per inch. Without referring to the manual, I
was able to figure out very quickly the best
procedure for printing the table.

Cut and Paste

Cut and Paste is a process by which you can
transfer information within AppleWorks. The
portion of memory used for the transfer is
called the "Clipboard". Information can be
transferred from a file to the Clipboard and
then to another file of the same or different
type.

A total of 250 Data Base records can be
transferred between two Data Base files or to
a Word Processor document (must be complete
records). Up to 250 lines can be copied from
one Word Processor document to another. 250
rows of a spreadsheet can be transferred to
another spreadsheet or to a Word Processing
document (parts of a file can be transferred
or an entire report). To make transfers
between two data bases or two spreadsheets,
the files are copied or moved to the Clipboard
and then moved or copied to the receiving
file. For some undetermined (by me) reason,
when a file is transferred from a data base or
spreadsheet to a word processing file, it must
be PRINTED to the Clipboard, not MOVED or
COPIED, but can be moved or copied to the Word
Processor file.

AppleWorks can send files to a printer, print
formatted files to a disk, print text (ASCII)
files, and it is possible to print a copy of
the display on a printer. It is set up for
use with the Apple Dot Matrix, Apple Daisy
Wheel, Silentype, lmagewriter, Epson MX, MX.
Graftrax+, RX, FX, and the QuIne Sprint 5 and
Sprint 11. An appendix provides instructions
for using a printer not on the list.

Other appendices discuss using AppleWorks with
a ProFile harddisk and sending AppleWorks
files over phone lines.

Summary

For the types of files I work with, AppleWorks
appears (at least at first glance) to be an
excellent program. It is well-designed, has a
good tutorial manual, and a very good
reference manual. It is literally possible to
carry out most of the program operations by
referring to the screen prompts and using the
OA-? "Help" command.

The Word Processor and Spreadsheet are the two
functions I would use most often. The former
supports superscripts and subscripts, a
necessity for a chemist, and the ability to
make tables in the Spreadsheet and move them
directly to a Word Processor file is a big
selling point for me.

Adequate memory for my Zoo files on a / / e with
expanded memory, sorting capability,
cursor-highlighting operations that I have
become accustomed to with Lotus 1-2-3, and
text-streaming for headings make the
Spreadsheet the closest approach to my
wished-for combination of THE Spreadsheet
V1.0, V2.0, and VisiCalc.

The Data Base program provides very easy
manipulation of records. I have not worked
with it except for the examples, but it should

The most obvious feature is the manual. It is
almos t half again as thick as. the old.

Much of the text is
expanded from the old manual.. The tutorial.in
the first chapter must have been written by a
panel of human factors experts as it employs
much of the new thinking on manuals, including
icons, shading and a limited use of color.
The shading continues throughout the manual,
but the icons and color do not. The remainder
of the manual has been enlarged and now
includes index tabs for each chapter. Several
sections that were in the appendix (or
missing) in the old manual are now in. the
chapters where thay belonged. I thought the
old version had a good manual but the new is
much better.

The incremental printing using the Epson (with
Graftrax) and the infamous APL card (also the
Grappler+ or Apple Parallel cards) was the new
feature that I had to try first. The
printhead motion reminds me of the old Maytag
as it goes along. It prints a few characters,
backspaces, moves forward, backspaces, and
prints a few more. This cuts down the speed
by at least half. I do not recommend using

this feature except on rare occasions as I'm
sure the printer will not stand for a lot of
this apparent abuse. It is my guess that the
program ,puts out a few graphics characters to
get as little as 1/120 inch spacing whenever
required. This may happen both between
letters and words. Incremental justification
is supported for Qume, Diablo, and Spinwriters
as well. (Edi tor's note: the latter 3
printers are of .the daisywheel variety, and,
as such, will bandIe the incremental spacing
without backing up the print head.)

The new disk has- a tougher protection scheme
than before. ·The older version allowed one to
boot a fast DOS such as Diversi then run the
Edi tor to speed up program and text loading.
The new version does not allow this but does
have a fast DOS -- almost as fast as Diversi.
A backup disk is included.

I have not found any features missing from the
old version, so if you need compatibility with
all Apple lIs and want a faster loading
program as well, the new ScreenWriter has some
advantages. ~

This is a well-designed package. If you are a
new computer owner and have not yet selected
separate programs to do these functions, I
suggest you investigate AppleWorks. It's the
top selling Apple program accord to "Softalk"
and I can see why.

Most of the faster copy programs do not format
the target disk, but read one or more tracks
from the original and write them to the target
disk. Some of them verify the copy to be sure
it is correct.

The table below lists the times needed to copy
a disk. Times are given in minutes and
seconds (e.g., 1:25.34 = 1 minute and 25.34
seconds). Note that if you run a similar
experiment, your times might differ from mine
because of differences in drive speed (and,
perhaps, what we select as the start and end
of a copy). However, the relative order
should be similar.

I
f you purchased your Apple computer prior
to the release of ProDOS, you received
the DOS 3.3 Master. Included on this
disk were two copy programs, COpy and
COPYA. COPYA is the program to be used

for copying a diskette if you are using DOS
from Applesoft Basic. You have probably used
it to make backups (as recommended) of
programs and data disks.

COPYA is a relatively slow program. It
formats the target or duplicate disk and then
copies from the original to the target disk.
There are programs available that will make
backup copies much faster than COPYA.
Described below are some (I'm sure not all) of
the programs available. These programs are
not nibble copiers like Copy ] [ Plus, Nibbles
Away II or Locksmith 5.0 (though a couple of
them are associated with two of these
programs) and generally will not copy
protected commercial programs.

COPYA is a program supplied by Apple Computer,
Inc., on the DOS 3.3 Master Disk.

COPY ][+ is a product of Central Point
Software, Inc., Portland, Oregon. In addition
to the Disk Copy program, it will also copy
individual files or DOS. To make it even more
useful, it also has utilities to catalog,
delete, lock/unlock, rename files, format a
disk, verify, verify identical files, verify
drive speed, display a track/sector map
showing where each program is located on a
disk, view files, fix file sizes, undelete
files, edit sectors, and finally, it also
includes a nibble copier and a good manual.
Price is $39.95. The program is
copy-protected, but a copy procedure is
supplied.

THE FILER is also from Central Point and
appears to include some of the features of
COpy ][+ without the nibble copier. It allows
you to copy individual files, DOS, or entire
disks. The target disk must be formatted. The
Fast Copy Program does full read- and
write-error checking and will support
Micro-Sci A2, A40, and A70 drives as well as
the Apple Disk ] [ • A write-read test,
bad-sector scan, and disk-speed test are also
included. Price is $19.95.

ULTRA FAST COPY is a product of Computer
Advances Ideas, Inc., of Berkeley,
California. It will copy and verify DOS, SOS,
C/PM, and Pascal disks. Each track is read,
written, and verified (total of 3 rotations,
they say). The program· also includes a
technique to create a custom copy program that
will copy protect your diskS. Last price I
have seen was $30.00.

LOCKSMITH 5.0, until recently, was a product
of Omega Microware, Inc. of Chicago.
According to. Ha.rdcore COMPUTERIST issue No.
10, Omega has filed for bankruptcy and
LOCKSMITH 5.0 marketing rights have been
acquired by Alpha Logic Business Systems of
Woodstock, Illinois (see November issue of
Mini 'app'les for additional information). As
noted in my review of this program in the
March issue of Mini'app'les, the program has
many features, but one of the most spectacular
is the FAST DISK BACKUP program. The copy is
obviously much faster than any of the programs
listed above and if you have lOOK or more of
RAM, an entire disk is read into memory and
copies can be made in 15 seconds (8 write, 7
verify). With a Language Card and a 32K RAM

card, 22 tracks are read on the first pass and
the balance on the second. LOCKSMITH 5.0
automatically finds any RAM cards that you
have. The program is protected, but a backup
copy was provided. Omega prices were $99.95
for a first-time buyer, $24.95 to update from
Version 4.x, and $34.95 to update from Version
3.x. I have no information on prices from
Alpha.

The second group of programs listed above are
not cormnercial programs ~ but appear on various
bulletin boards. and can ••.be downloaded
(sometimes a fee is required to access the
bulletin board sectionwhere they appear).

DISK MUNCHER 1.0 and DISK MUNCHER 1.1 are the
original and an update of .• the same program.
The major difference is a VERIFY option .•. in
Version 1.1. The program automatically finds
a 16K RAM card in Slot. O.• and provides an
option for you to enter any other RAM cards
that you have. The times listed above were
run with a Language Card and a 16K RAM card
(Slot 4). The more memory you have, the more
tracks that are read before the write/verify

procedure starts. The programs were written
by THE STACK of CORRUPT COMPUTING and are
available on THE SAFEHOUSE BBS, which has a
$10.00 fee for access to these and other~

interesting items.

DAN PATCHER 1.0 was on a disk of copy programs
that an unidentified friend of mine got fr'om
an unidentified source. Except for the author
listings on the title- screen, the program is
identical to DISK MUNCHER 1.0. I have seen a
document describing the writing of DISK
MUNCHER 1.0 by The Stack. Interesting that two
programs could·· be so similar. I don't know
where this One ···is available. These three
programs all read and wrote in three blocks of
12, 12, and 11 tracks.

FAST COPY was 'Written by John M. Pechacek· and
can be found on THE SAFEHOUSE BBS. Unlike the
other programs· that •• start copying from Track
$0, FAST COPY starts· at Track $22 and copies
down in blocks of 8,. 8, 8, 8, and 3 tracks on
my Apple.

he subj ect of this review is EXECUTIVE
SECRETARY. Through a mix-up at a local
store, after having purchased the
PERSONAL SECRETARY (which is a
watered down EXECUTIVE SECRETARY), I

found that I had received a "pre-release copy"
of a new version of PERSONAL SECRETARY instead
of a production copy of the previous version.
Because it was a "pre-release" version the
program and manual did not speak the same
language. On calling John Riskin, author of
both PERSONAL SECRETARY and EXECUTIVE
SECRETARY (and founder of Personal Business
Systems, which he subsequently sold) I found
out that the pre-release copy of EXECUTIVE
SECRETARY was not ready to "go to press" •
Knowing that I was planning a review, he
kindly provided me with a copy of the latest
version of the more powerful EXECUTIVE
SECRETARY.

John (Riskin) told me that it would be well to
spend the time going through the manual with
the aid of the included SAMPLES - document
disk. The same advice is also given by the
manual. Even though I have already become
somewhat familiar with the "Personal
Secretary", I can only say " DO IT THEIR WAY,
BY THE NUMBERS."

I have spent some time now "playing" with the
various commands, examples and formats that
this program has and HAVE YET to use them
all I tt

This is the MOST]?0WF:lUUL @DVERSATlLE Word
Processor that I have ever .•. used II

EXECUTIVE SECRETARY comes with a very detailed
"hand holding" start-up procedure that will
automatically force you to correctly configure
the progranlfor your hardware and requirements
the first time you boot it up.

Since I use the Omega II programmable key
board and have a 80 col. card (not Videx but
"compatible"), upper/lower case and SHIFT key
shifting worked fine. This program seems to
allow a wide range of equipment, both printers
and cards.

Each Menu is very clear, and, while there are
several to go through at times, as with any
program that has the power of many options,
they are straight-forward and easy to follow.

I tried this program on some of the files I
had written with the "pre-release" PERSONAL
SECRETARY and it worked fine with no changes.

Software Reviews

One of the things that stands out with
EXECUTIVE SECRETARY is that, when in the EDIT
mode, you can see between which lines you are,
page wise, and about how many words you can
still type in this "page", as far as this FILE
is concerned.

To EDIT just press the ESC key and the RETURN
moves you UP while the / moves you DOWN. Right
& Left Arrow do just that. The Arrow keys are
supposed to move a word at a time but with my
OmegaBoard (keyboard), they only move a letter
at a time. While in EDIT mode you can set
indentations, window (width) and various other
format information.

In the EDIT mode you will see a mark at the
left side of the screen where the end of the
page is as you have pre-set it.

To SAVE a file, use ESC twice and the Menu
provides· for not only SAVE but PRINT also.

Using "embedded" commands, one is able to
automatica11,y center headings, right & left
justify, etc.

"." commands are another form of embedded
command~whiclt,as. we:tla.s providing for the
merge capability, described above, provide for
very effective printer controls to do things
such as Shadow Print,>Bold Print, special
character set selectioll,·~tc.

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An interesting ''Merge'' capability has been
incorporated into this program. If you have a
text (boilerplate t body of letter, formletter t
etc.) that you want included at a certain
point, then all you have to do is insert an
embedded comnand at the position you wish to
merge in that text. Subsequently, when you
print out the letter the program will "go and
get" the indicated information or file as you
have comnanded, and insert that information at
that spot. In this way you can type what
becomes a MENU and let the program "go and
get" one after another separate files or
information. Therefore t if you have a lot of
words that you constantly use such as WORD
PROCESSOR or names that are hard to remember,
EXECUTIVE SECRETARY will help you. All you
have to do is set up the word(s) as a dot
command. Example:

>.wp word processor
Then just use." .wp". The program will insert
the whole word automatically!!!

You could set up a file as "commands & words"
and bring that up to start your letter. In
this way all "your specials" would be
automatically defined at the start of the
letter. The definitions will not show on the
printed page except as you call them out with
dot commands or embedded commands.
AlternativelYt you may wish to be able to edit
the letter in true page length. Then, just
before printing t create space for
specials at the front of the letter.

"FANCY PRINT" is name of the menu item used to
generate "mailable" copy. I define "mailable
copy" as the copy that contains all of your
predefined dot commands translated into their
final form. Or, you can print a "rough draft"
comple~e with line numbers. The draft copy
will not translate the dot commands. Then you
can "go to" for fast EDIT moves.

If you have need to use proportional spacing,
multi-columns t form letters, mail list, mail
labels, card file, telephone list, get
addresses from a file for insertion into
letters and AUTOMATICALLY PROVIDE FOR
ADDRESSING THE ENV'SLOPE t YOU GOTTA GET
THIS!!!

Preliminary Details

I
n the July newsletter, the Announcements

. section provided a brief description of
•• the new Rana product known as the Rana

8086/2. I was able to play with one, an
pre-production version, one afternoon in

July, compliments of Team Electronics,
Hennepin and Honeywell Defense Systems
Division. For continuity, some of the
information previously published in this
newsletter, is repeated below.

This product was announced about 9 months ago
and scheduled for shipment in early 2nd
quarter. Like most new products, it didn't
come out on schedule, and, in fact, is not
ready to ship. We understand that the product
still has problems that have yet to be
resolved. Therefore, any features, hardware
or software, discussed herein could change
before the product is finally shipped. When
this will be, is not known. You might have to
wait a while. As to the price -- figures used
herein are also very tentative.

What you get is this:

Hardware

Screens are stored in a dedicated 32K RAM
providing 8 pages of 25 lines in text mode or
2 pages in graphics mode.

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Peripheral/Interface Considerations

I couldn't see any reason why they didn't
simply require the Shift Key mod instead of
the Videx Enhancer.

IBM Compatibility

With any 8088/8086 micro, the key question is
always,''How compatible is it with the IBM
PC?" The usual benchmark is SubLogic' s -Flight
Simulator and Lotus 1-2-3. We didn't have a
copy of the Flight Simulator handy, but we did
have Lotus • This particular copy had been
configured for a Color display and a parallel
printer. It worked. on an IBM or a Columbia
PC. Much to my surprise, it booted and
without a hitch. We worked with it for about
20 minutes trying various options. We din' t
try printing as. we didn't. have a printer on
the Apple. (Hard to do without a printer!)
Also, the manual warnEl<i you that some Apple
printer interface cards do not pass the high
order bit (the old Epson interface card is one
example). The graphics interface requires a
full 8 bits, so you must have one of the more
modern cards to do print graphs. There is a
Lotus driver on the MS--nOS disk which we think
is needed for printing graphics with Lotus
PRINTGRAPH. We couldn't find any
documentation to confirm this, though. The
Rana 8086, by the way, was noticeably faster
than our Columbia, which uses an 8088.

We were curious to see.U.therewere any drive
compatibility .• prob1ems,particu1arly. because
of the multi-function·· nature .·of the>Rana
drive. The Rana 8086/2 may have. that problem,
but based on the small sample we tried there
is insufficient evidence. one... way or the
other. The Rana would not boot one Apple
protected disk - Word Challenge. It did boot
VisiCalc. It wouldn't boot an IBM format
version of Advanced DB Master either

Rana has done a fairly decent job of providing
ways of emulating the IBM keyboard. For
example, the cOllBllon1y used Function (F)l to
FlO and the Open Apple key in conjuction with
numbers 1 through O. Alt A through Alt Z is
obtained with Open Apple with A through Z.

It won't work on a ][ before Rev 7. It will
work on a ] [+, but you need a Videx Keyboard
Enhancer. This provides the shift that the
8086/2 requires. The other thing that the
Rana depends on is the lie Open and Close
Apple Keys. See section on keyboard below. A
special card comes with the Rana which allows
you to order free from Rana a 2 key membrane
switch. These are the Open and Close Apple
keys and they plug into the Game port. The
instructions that come with the Rana show the
membrane switch installed on the ][+ just
above the '=' and 'Reset' Keys on the Apple
casing around the keyboard. All our testing
was done on a lie.

The real problem is that the boot starts from
the highest number slot containing a disk
interface card. So, if you have a regular
floppy drive as well, it looks like it can't
be the boot disk. Therefore, a regular floppy
Apple disk would be used as a 3rd and 4th
drive controller in Slot 5.

Keyboard Considerations

A lie has 62 keys. A ][+ with Videx Enhancer,
and the Membrane keys, (see above) has the
equivalent. An IBM PC has a full keyboard, a
keypad, 10 function keys and an 'Alt' key
which can be used in combination with just
about any other key.

The box is connected to the Apple through a
cable and board which plugs into a slot in the
Apple. The board may be plugged into any
slot, but Rana seems to reconnnend slot 6,
although their documentation gives 3 examples,
2 of which put the Rana in slot 6, and the 3rd
has a Rana Hard disk controller in slot 6, and
the 8086 interface in slot.5. The problem we
experienced might make one think differently.

Capturing Embedded Text from a Binary File

erhaps someone else could benefit from
a technique I used to capture the
documentation portions of the two main
programs on DOM 1/32. The programs are
long binary files with the text

embedded within. (There are utilities which
will allow you to view consecutive memory
locations, but, if you lack such a utility,
why not try this technique to get a feel for
what they do? The process just might be a
useful learning experience.)

We will use a program from OOM #32 called
"DCOPY" as our example. To begin, boot a
"normal" 48K DOS disk. BLOAn DCOPY and then
enter the Monitor with CALL-151 [RETURN].

At the asterisk prompt, enter these commands
to determine where in memory the program has
been stored:

*AA60.AA61 [RETURN] to find the length
AA60- FA 7A (Apple's response)

*AA72.AA73 [RETURN] to find starting address
AA72- 00 08 (Apple's response)

*7A+08 [RETURN]
=82 (Apple's response)

CONTROL-C [RETURN] to re-enter Applesoft.

The results for DCOPY are: starting address =
$0800 (00 08 above) and length of $7AFA (FA 7A
above) and that it loaded through $82F9 (82 FA
-1 above). $0800 corresponds to decimal 2048
and $82F9 to 33529. This last result was
obtained by entering:

?8*4096+2*256+15*16+9 [RETURN]
33529 (Apple's response)

Since it starts at $800 , and Applesoft
programs start at $801, it isn't safe to enter
a program to look at memory. What to do? If
we enter the Monitor again (CALL-lSI) we can
use its memory move command to copy the start
of DCOPY into the text-display area of Apple
($400-$7FF).

CALL-151 [RETURN]
*400(800 •BFFM [RETURN]

This allows us to see what's stored from 2048
decimal to 3071 decimal. Display of embedded
text can take several forms depending upon
whether it is uppercase, lowercase, etc.
Usually, uppercase will be displayed as
letters which are NORMAL when moved to the
text page. Lowercase will be a distinct
sequence of entirely FLASHing numerals and
punctuation marks. Experimentation is the

best way to be able to recognize text in a
memory move.

Nothing in what was just moved appears to be
text, so we are safe to enter a short
Applesoft program to examine the rest of the
range.

(But what if it was text? Well, we could just
BLOAn the program higher in memory, as long as
it doesn't over-write DOS.)

The following program is a little more
involved than one might expect, because it
does some automatic corrections for errors it
may encounter. Prior to entering it, enter FP
[RETURN] to reset the Applesoft pointers.

It's a good idea to have used the program so
that you can distinguish between what are
on-screen prompts and actual instructions.
For example, the text located between 3000 and
3200 is part of the prompting during DCOPY
execution and may fool you the first time
through. On the second pass though, when the
actual DCOPY instructions start to appear,
you'll have to hit RESET to stop the execution
of the loop. Then if you enter:

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CONTROL-S / TAB RIGHT PROBLEM

ote: The problems described here do
not apply to MAGIC WINDOW IIe! MagIC
Window II is a versatile word pro­
cessing program that is easy to use
and is reasonably priced for its

capabilities. One of the reasons that I
upgraded to this word processor was the
ability to generate and display lower case
characters that are software generated (Soft
70) without the need for an 80 column board.

However, it does require a 16K RAM card in
order to use the Soft 70 portion of the
program. The program is large, and the Soft 70
uses some memory space. The RAM card provides
additional memory to increase the space
available for a document. Even with the 16K
RAM card, the length of a given document is
limited to 50 sectors of disk space. Since I
already owned a 16K RAM card, there was no
further expenditure needed.

I have used Magic Window II for many months,
and it was everthing that I needed. Now, the
nature of my writing has changed, and I found
myself chafing under the limitations of the
document length of 5 pages (50 sectors). If I
went to 80 column hardware I could double the
length of a given document.

Well, I found that I was going to upgrade my
accounting program and would require an ·80
column board to run the new package. This
package needed a Videx Videoterm. At least it
needed the Videx to insure that the paGkage
would run properly. Since accounting is the
single most important task for which I use my
computer, I chose to use the Videx and not
chance software/hardware incompatiblilty in
this area.

Several persons told me that I would find the
hardware 80 column display easier to read than
Soft 70, and it is true. .I had ordered the
Videx with Soft Switch to allow the 80 column
display to be switched from the keyboard, and
then had to install an Inverse Video chip in
order to run Magic Window II. I' would
recommend this configuration to anyone
considering this 80 column board. My thanks to
those who helped me sort out the Inverse Video
problem.

A short time later a problem showed up when
using the word processor. When I did a TAB
RIGHT (CONTROL-S) the cursor would disappear,
or the move to the next tab stop would be
slow, and jerky if repeated tabs were done.

Technical

A call to Magic Window II I s publisher
(Artsci), and discussion with their technical
person revealed the cause of the TAB problem.
The Videx card uses CONTROL-S as a SCROLL
command. Magic Window II uses it as TAB RIGHT.
The Videx checks the keyboard with each
character entered, and intercepts the
CONTROL-S, often causing the described
problem.

This problem is specific to the combination of
Magic Window II and the Videx Videoterm. There
is no fix for the problem.

If anyone using either of these products is
considering the purchase of the other, they
may want to consider a card other than the
Videx, if the other card does what they need,
or the purchase of a different word
processor. !Jr
