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INTRODUCTION

EZ Logo has become a very popular program among teachers interested in introducing
young children to the Logo language by using a simplified and easy-to-understand
approach. The original version of EZ Logo was programmed to be used in conjunction
with the Apple Logo Software. Because EZ Logo was incompatible with later versions
of Apple Logo, MECC created an independent version.

This revised version of EZ Logo runs in essentially the same way and allows you to
do exactly the same activities included in the original version. Four new features
that have been added to the revised edition are:

• ability to draw using five different colors

• ability to print the pictures created while using EZ LOGO 2

• status message showing pen status, the color being used, and memory
and diskette space available while using EZ LOGO 2

• improved error handling

EZ Logo has two levels: EZ LOGO 1 and EZ LOGO 2. Criteria for selecting the
appropriate level should be based on the students1 familiarity with EZ Logo rather
than on age or ability level. It is suggested that students begin exploring with EZ
LOGO 1 and then progress to EZ LOGO 2.

EZ Logo can be used on the Apple II+, Apple //e, or Apple //c computer with 64K
memory. Some activities would benefit from the availability of a printer.
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What EZ LOGO Is All About

EZ Logo provides children at the primary level (ages 4-8) the opportunity to use the
computer in self-directed ways. With a simple set of one-letter commands, children
can control the computer and explore its capabilities. Children who are just beginning
to read and compute can successfully explore turtle graphics. After an introduction
to turtle commands and movement, children begin directing the turtle's motion on the
computer screen. EZ Logo includes a series of activities where these commands can
be used in a variety of combinations. Activity sheets are provided for keeping a
record of new ideas discovered in each activity. These activity sheets can be bound
and used as student journals.

EZ Logo prepares children for using the Logo language. It is not a substitute or
replacement for Logo. Many young children are not prepared for Logo's two-letter
commands, rigid syntax, turtle degrees, number inputs, variables, and workspace
management routines. However, young children are capable of exploring many aspects
of turtle graphics. The skills (listed below) that children develop using EZ Logo are
an excellent introduction and preparation for Logo:

recognizing left and right directions
estimating distances and degrees
using procedures as building blocks
drawing shapes
r e c o g n i z i n g r e p e a t i n g p a t t e r n s a n d d e s i g n s > ^ \
r e c o g n i z i n g s y m m e t r y '
gaining familiarity with the computer keyboard
developing problem-solving strategies

Children who are just beginning to read and compute can successfully explore turtle
graphics; however, to aid children's exploration, two prerequisite skills would be
helpful:

• knowing left and right directions and

• knowing the sounds of these letters:

F,B,L,R,C,H,T,U,D,A,S,G,Z,N, and M.

How to Introduce Children to EZ LOGO

It is the goal of EZ Logo to provide children with the opportunity to develop problem-
solving skills while discovering, through turtle graphics, the capabilities and limitations
of computers.

The teacher's role is seen as someone who creates an atmosphere of curiosity and
of discovery learning. In this setting the teacher is a facilitator, a guide, someone
who fosters thinking strategies and cooperative learning among the students.

Experience has shown that a combination of both large and small group sessions seems
to work best. If the children work at the computers in small groups of two or three,
they can help each other to "figure it out." Large group sessions, where discoveries
and problem-solving strategies can be shared, help to guide and stimulate everyone's
interest and "try it and see" behavior.

Very young children may need some preparation before using EZ Logo. Without any
help, some children may experience some initial difficulty with the concepts of right
and left and with using a letter to represent a word. Using the letter "R" for Right
and "B" for Back, for example, may be unfamiliar to them.

Children could be introduced to EZ Logo by having them give turtle commands to a
human turtle and by acting out turtle movements (playing turtle). Introduce and
explain the commands Forward, Back, Right, Left, and Clear. Ask for a student
volunteer to be the "human turtle" or take the role of turtle yourself and try several
different activities using the turtle commands.

Give the student-turtle the EZ LOGO commands to reach another student in the
room. Have this student be the next human turtle. Discuss how left and right are
determined by the turtle's current heading and position. Four to five year-old children
may find it easier to begin by sitting in a semi-circle and giving commands to the
teacher-turtle, who is in the middle. When the children are ready to play turtle,
give them paper bracelets labeled "Left" and "Right." Play "Simon Says" using EZ
LOGO commands.
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USE IN AN INSTRUCTIONAL SETTING (continued)
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Suggested Sequence for Using EZ LOGO

Introduce the commands F, B, R, L, and C using the human turtle activities explained
on the previous page.

Allow the students some time to use the F, B, R, L, and C commands at the computer
before beginning the activities. Introduce students to the color commands after they
have finished doing Activity 4.

How to Use the Activity Sheets

The teacher should encourage and place special emphasis on each student's individual
projects beyond the given activities. The activities are intended to be used as a
springboard for each child's own creative work. Since most activities suggest multiple
solutions, be sure to have the students discuss various ways of completing each
activity to accept a variety of solutions.
The Activity Sheets are designed as student recording sheets that can be bound and
used as a student journal. The Activity Sheets are not intended to be used as
worksheets. Each Activity Sheet provides the children with a facsimile of the screen
display. The children can draw "turtle tracks" on the sheet and record the turtle
commands used to complete the activity. A second sheet ("Exploring with Turtle")
provides a blank box for the student to plan an individual project and to record their
commands.

Classroom teachers should decide how these activity sheets can best be used with
their children. Teachers working with four and five year-old children may not want
their students to attempt to record their commands.

1. Start up the Apple computer with the EZ LOGO diskette in the disk drive.

Lesson Plan: 1. Before students work at the computer, have them help you make
a maze on the floor for a human turtle. The maze could follow
the lines of floor boards or floor tiles. Students could draw
lines on brown wrapping paper. Masking tape or people could
also be used as maze barriers. Place "bait" or some prize in
the maze as a goal. Students can help the human turtle reach
the goal by giving these verbal commands: F (FORWARD), B
(BACK), R (RIGHT), and L (LEFT). The C (CLEAR) command
returns the turtle to the starting position.

2. Set up EZ LOGO at your computer following the directions on
page 6.
Press: A
Enter: The activity number (1, 2, 3, or 4)
Press: Return.

You may want to supply some memory aids to help the children
remember the commands (F, B, R, L), their meanings, and where
the command keys can be found on the keyboard. A Command
Card and Keyboard Guide (See Materials Needed) can be supplied
at each computer and/or given to each child to keep as a part
of their journals.

3.(a) Distribute copies of Activity Sheets 1, 2, 3, and 4, and copies
of the "Exploring with Turtle" sheets. The Activity Sheets and
"Exploring with Turtle" sheets form a set in each computer
session. The emphasis in each session should be on the students1

creative exploration of Turtle's abilities. The Activity sheets /^
introduce the students to Turtle. The "Exploring with Turtle"
sheets provide a place to design and/or record discoveries.

You, the teacher, should make the judgment on how to use the
sheets. You may or may not choose to use all of the activities
based on the age and abilities of your students. The blanks
furnished on the bottom of each sheet provide the students with
a place to record Turtle commands.

(b) Go over the following directions with the students.

The first four activities present the students with a series of
increasingly complex mazes. The goal in each activity is to
"teach" Turtle how to move through the maze to reach the goal
(getting the bug or getting out of the maze).
The students are to use the F, B, R, and L commands at the
computer to discover ways to successfully move Turtle through
each maze. Be sure to allow plenty of time for students to
solve the mazes.

(c) After the students have successfully directed Turtle to the bug
several options are possible. They could experiment to find
different ways of directing Turtle to the bug, or they could
design and use new mazes drawn on a transparency.
Unless the students' age and/or ability level precludes it, they
should use the "Exploring with Turtle" sheets to draw mazes or
designs for Turtle to follow or to record a pattern they have
created with Turtle. Turtle commands could be written first
as predictions to be tested or recorded as Turtle is successfully
directed.

(d) Both the Activity sheets and "Exploring with Turtle" sheets
should be saved as a record in their journals and can serve as
a basis for general discussion.

4. At this stage, children have only been introduced to the
commands F,B,R,L, and C. If they accidentally bump the other
command keys (H,T,U,D,X,M, semicolon, comma, period, and
slash), then surprising things happen—Turtle disappears, Turtle
doesn't draw, or Turtle draws in color. Children enjoy stumbling
onto these Turtle tricks, and news of the new discoveries spreads
quickly.

5. The pictures the children draw while using EZ LOGO 1 can be
printed if you have a printer available. A picture can be
printed by pressing Control P. Make sure to set up the printer
before students start working on the activities. Page 60 explains
the procedure for setting up the printer and specifies the
hardware needed.

6. To end the program, press Escape twice. When the message
"Do you want to try again?" is displayed, type "N" or "No."
The main menu will next appear.

Have students make mazes on a transparency with markers.
Attach the completed transparency to the screen with a piece
of tape. Students can exchange and solve the mazes.

Have students draw mazes on paper or make mazes on the floor
with masking tape. Have children work in pairs—one child
giving the other child commands (F,B,R,L) that will direct a
matchbox car or game piece through the maze.

Have turtle races to see who can go through the maze in the
fewest number of moves or in the quickest time.

Direct Turtle through the maze backwards.

Children can make a maze in wet sand or snow by dragging
their feet. They can then give commands to one another.

Several children can leave yarn turtle tracks from one location
to another. (No two paths should be the same.) Compare yarn
lengths to determine longest and shortest paths.
Relate mazes to floor maps used with small cars and block
villages.

Encourage students
to experiment using the color keys as they draw their patterns.
As they experiment using color, students may observe that some
unusual things happen. Sometimes the color of a line may
change when drawn in certain areas of the screen or when
drawn really close to another line. Unfortunately, these changes
are due to technical aspects of the Apple Computer and cannot
be avoided. After successfully completing their activities, the
students should use the "Exploring with Turtle" sheets to design
and/or record their continued efforts to discover Turtle's
abilities. Allow plenty of time for students to complete both
the activities and to explore further possibilities.

Lesson Plans: l.(a) Distribute Activity Sheet 22 or 23.
Go over the directions together.

By now the students should have confidence in their ability to
make individual geometric shapes as well as letters of the
alphabet. In activities 22 and 23, the students' task is to use
these skills to combine shapes and to make a complex drawing.
The kinds of drawings possible are limited only by the time
available and the students' ability. Encourage them to exchange
and combine the ideas of other students with their own.
Discussions of discoveries, successes, and problems will further
serve to stimulate creative efforts.

HI. BUILDING BLOCKS

One powerful aspect of the Logo language is the ability to use procedures as building
blocks (or subprocedures) within other procedures. Children can begin to explore this
powerful aspect of Logo when using the SAVE routine in EZ LOGO 2. Each time the
G (GET) command is used to recall and display a previously made picture (procedure),
this picture will be included as a part of the current procedure when it is saved.

For example: If two procedures called HOUSE and TREE have been drawn and saved
in memory, then a new procedure called YARD can be saved that will include both
HOUSE and TREE as subprocedures.

To save YARD in memory, follow the steps given below.

a. Draw a picture of your own design and save it as HOUSE.
b. Draw a picture of your own design and save it as TREE.
c. Press: G (to get a procedure).
d. Type: HOUSE, and Press Return. (The house will appear.)
e. Move Turtle to a new location for the tree.
f . P r e s s : G
g. Type: TREE, and Press Return. (The tree will appear.)
h. Press: S (To save the new procedure, called YARD).
i. Type: YARD, and Press Return. Then
j . P r e s s : G
k. Type: YARD, and Press Return.

The new procedure YARD, with the subprocedures TREE and HOUSE, will appear on
the screen.

The procedure YARD can be modified by ZAPping the TREE and/or HOUSE procedure(s).
A new picture of a tree and/or house can then be made and saved using the same
name: TREE and/or HOUSE. When YARD is recalled again, the new tree picture
will appear as a part of YARD.

It is possible to ZAP a subprocedure such as TREE and not replace it. However, if
you later call the procedure YARD, the computer will stop drawing the picture at
the point were TREE is called. The message "I don't know how to TREE" will appear.

To see an example of a YARD on the computer, follow the steps given below:

Control D (to get the File Options menu)
Option 2 (to load a file)
the file name EXAMPLE
Option 5 (to return to EZ LOGO 2)
G (to get a procedure)
the procedure name YARD
Return. (A scene with a TREE and a HOUSE will appear).
C (to clear the screen)

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TEACHER PREPARATION

TERMS AND DEFINITIONS OF TERMS

EZ Logo is a very simple experience for children who are just beginning their
experiences with computers. The students can, however, do some pretty sophisticated
things with EZ Logo and not be aware of all that they are doing.
For you to understand what the students are really doing, however, it is necessary
to look a little deeper at what is going on. Also, since EZ Logo is a pre-Logo
experience, it would be desirable to help students, when they have progressed far
enough, to understand more about programming.
A student presses the letter "F" and Turtle moves forward. The COMMAND "F" (for
forward) is all the student needs to tell Turtle what to do. The COMMAND "F,"
however, also represents an entire STATEMENT. The STATEMENT which the student
is unknowingly entering is: "Move the cursor (Turtle) forward 10 units."

By entering a series of such STATEMENTS, the student can direct Turtle to create
a picture. The following commands, for example, will produce a square.

F Forward
R
F

Right,
Forward

R Right, R Right
R
F

Right,
Forward

R Right, R Right
R
F

Right,
Forward

R Right, R Right

The students are not, however, drawing the picture directly. They are entering a
series of statements which are the directions they want the computer to follow when
drawing a picture. All the statements needed to draw a particular picture (a square,
for example) are called a PROCEDURE.

When the student SAVES a picture in the temporary memory (WORKSPACE) of the
computer, what is really being saved is the procedure (the directions) for drawing a
picture. By giving the procedure a name, the directions can be recalled and the
picture displayed once again.
When someone decides to save a procedure on a diskette, that procedure is saved in
a FILE. By naming the FILE, that file and the procedure in it can be recalled, and
the picture displayed.

However, if there is more than one procedure in the workspace (memory) at the time
the decision is made to save a particular file, all the procedures in the workspace
will be saved together as one file. That is, the workspace will be saved.

A procedure, therefore, can be saved in more than one file on the diskette. However,
if these files are later LOADED from the diskette, the procedure will be present just
once in the computer's memory.
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WHAT TO DO WHEN YOU GET ERROR MESSAGES

EZ LOGO 2 enables users to save a number of pictures as procedures in the workspace
(memory) or within files on diskette. The actual number of procedures or files that
can be saved depends on the length of each of the procedures. When the workspace
or the diskette are full, you will receive an error message. The following paragraphs
outline some of the actions that can be taken to correct the problem.

Situation A: Students have been at the computer for a while creating pictures. They
may have saved each individual picture (a procedure) as they created it
or they may have been working on a single, long, complex procedure
(the various components of an elaborate picture).

Message: Workspace is full
Possible
Actions: 1. Students can ignore the message and continue drawing their

picture. However, any directions entered from that point on will
not be saved.

Students can CLEAR the picture they are currently working on
and start over again, trying to create a shorter procedure and a
simpler picture. If they are working on an elaborate picture, this
action may be inefficient, since there will not be enough memory
space to store the finished picture.
Students may SAVE the procedures-in the workspace as a file to
diskette. Only the procedures that are saved in memory will be
saved to diskette. After saving them, students will need to ZAP
all or some of the procedures in memory.

Students may just ZAP all or some of the procedures in workspace
to make room for their new picture.

Situation B: Students are creating a picture. There are several procedures saved in
memory. They attempt to load a file from diskette. The computer
starts loading the file, and a list of the procedures which were loaded
appears. Upon pressing the Space Bar, a message is displayed.

Message: Workspace is full
A list of the procedures not loaded is presented.

Actions:

Students can CLEAR the picture they are currently working on,
and try loading the file again. If the file is long, this action may
be inefficient, since there will not be enough memory space to
store all of the procedures.

Students may SAVE the procedures in the workspace as a file to
diskette.

After saving a file, they will need to ZAP all
or some of the procedures in memory and try loading the file again.

HOW TO PRINT EZ LOGO PICTURES

Children enjoy making copies of their pictures on paper. Any picture created while
using EZ LOGO 1 or EZ LOGO 2 can be printed by simply typing Control P.
EZ LOGO will print graphics using any of the following printer and interface card
combinations:

1. An Apple Dot Matrix printer (DMP) connected with a parallel card
2. An Apple Imagewriter printer connected with a serial interface card
3. An Apple Scribe printer connected with a serial interface card
4. Any printer connected to the Grappler* Interface card. Consult the Grappler*

Interface card for a complete list of printers that work with this card. "^

If you have any other combination of printer and interface card, it will not be possible
to print pictures.

For pictures to be printed, teachers need to set up the printer to work with EZ
LOGO before students start using the programs.

To set up the printer, follow the steps outlined below:

1. Start up the computer with EZ LOGO in the disk drive.
2. Select Option 4, "Printer Support" from the main menu.
3. Information regarding the current set up will be displayed. Determine whether

the current printer settings are correct.
4. If necessary, change the printer settings by specifying the type of printer you

have, the slot the interface card is connected to, and the size of the picture.
5. Test the printer settings.
6. If the test is unsuccessful, check that the settings you have specified are

correct and repeat the procedure if changes are necessary.

HOW TO MOVE BETWEEN EZ LOGO 1 AND EZ LOGO 2

Children can refer to the Activity Guides on the following pages to quickly locate
the correct number of a particular activity. Although children can also locate the
number of each activity by looking at the completed Activity Sheets in their journal,
these Activity Guides serve as a quick reference.

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KEYBOARD AIDS

Three ways of simplifying the keyboard for young children are presented here:
• Keyboard stickers
• Keyboard Guide
• Shape Key Card

KEYBOARD STICKERS

Keyboard stickers are not essential, but are highly recommended as aids to help
students locate the command keys. Labels help decrease the searching time for the
children. On the following page you will find self-sticking labels which identify the
function of each of the EZ Logo keys on the computer keyboard. Simply peel off
the smaller portion (below the letter or number) and place it on the face of the
matching key on the computer. On some computers it may be possible to place the
label on the top of the key. Stickers or labels should be applied so that the number
or letter still shows. The stickers in the middle of the sheet can be used to label
and/or decorate the computer and its parts.

Label should be placed on the keys as they are introduced, rather than putting all
the labels on at once.

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KEYBOARD GUIDE

Another alternative to a set of keyboard stickers is a picture of the keyboard showing
the location of the shape keys. This is sufficient if children have had previous
experience locating the shape keys on the keyboard.
To make keyboard picture guides follow the steps below:

1. Duplicate enough copies of the keyboard on pages 75 and/or 76 so that each
student or each computer will have one. There are two keyboards pictured—
an Apple 11+ keyboard (p. 75) and an Apple //e and //c keyboards (p. 76).

2. Trim around the edge, mount on tagboard, and laminate.

A keyboard card can be used instead of stickers for the top row of keys. This card
will identify the shapes produced by the keys on the top row. Stickers applied to
the tops of these keys would obscure either the numbers or symbols. Use of a
keyboard card will avoid this problem and eliminate the need for eight shape stickers-
four for squares (1,2,3,4) and four for circles (7,8,9,0). Shape stickers will still be
needed for triangles (Q,W,E) and rectangles (I,0,P).

To make a keyboard card, follow the steps below:

1. For each computer, duplicate a copy of the keyboard card on page 78.

2. Trim around the edge of the card and fold along the dotted line.

3. Mount the card on tagboard and laminate (optional).

4. Insert the keyboard card in the space behind the top row of number keys and
line it up with the proper number keys.
